Though	songs	of	his	own	material	make	up	a	small	percentage	of	his	catalog,	this	song	was	literally	like	viewing	Paris	from	his	perspective	and	is	a
song	worthy	of	preserving	for	posterity.	Joni	Mitchell	wrote	Free	Man	In	Paris	about	her	good	friend	David	Geffen.	It	seems	to	be	from	his	perspective,	enjoying	his	holidays	in	Paris	with	her	when	he	was	able	to	escape	the	responsibilities	of	being	the	head	of	Asylum	Records.	Only	in	Paris	did	he	feel	free	and	unfettered,	about	to	enjoy	himself.	The
song	has	gone	on	to	become	a	message	of	empowerment	for	young	women,	as	Mitchell	is	the	singer,	but	its	a	marvelous	song	no	matter	how	you	look	at	it.	France	is	known	for	a	lot	of	things,	but	one	of	the	best-known	is	the	cultural	revolutions	led	by	the	poorest	classes	in	the	country.	Most	of	those	protests	center	on	the	city	of	Paris,	with	Paris	Is
Burning	referencing	an	underclass	revolt	in	the	city	that	could	be	the	Paris	Commune	of	1871.	The	imagery	of	seeing	a	wonderful	and	historical	city	like	Paris	in	flames	is	powerful,	the	perfect	metaphor	for	a	difficult	situation.	EARTHA	KITT	-	UNDER	THE	BRIDGES	OF	PARIS	1953	Under	The	Bridges	Of	Paris	came	after	English	verses	were	written
for	the	song	nearly	40	years	after	it	was	first	created	in	French.	The	original	writer	was	Vincent	Cotto	in	1913,	but	Dorcas	Cochran	would	turn	it	into	an	American	hit	by	putting	it	in	English	and	seeing	numerous	artists	take	their	turn	with	it.	Eartha	Kitt	produced	arguably	the	best	version	of	the	song,	as	her	soulful	voice	gave	it	more	depth	than	the
versions	by	Dean	Martin	and	Vera	Lynn.	Place	Pigalle	Elliott	Smith	Elliott	Smith	spent	some	time	in	Paris	during	his	1999	world	tour,	taking	a	few	months	to	decompress	from	the	stress	of	the	road.	That	didnt	mean	he	stopped	writing	songs	though.	He	would	pen	Place	Pigalle	in	honor	of	the	market	square	near	where	he	stayed	in	the	city,	divulging	a
few	details	of	a	romance	between	him	and	a	French	woman	in	the	city. Django	Reinhardt	-	Swing	De	Paris	-	Paris,	17.12.1940	Django	Reinhardt	was	one	of	the	best	jazz	guitarists	in	history.	You	can	even	think	of	him	as	one	of	the	most	important	guitar	players	to	ever
live.	He	spent	a	lot	of	time	in	Paris,	with	his	music	evoking	the	very	feeling	of	being	on	the	streets	of	the	city.	While	the	song	doesnt	mention	Paris	(because	it	has	no	lyrics),	its	all	about	how	the	city	makes	you	feel.	Give	Paris	One	More	Chance	Give	Paris	One	More	Chance	turned	around	Jonathan	Richmans	career.	An	ode	to	the	great	artists	that	have
come	from	the	city	like	Charles	Aznavour	and	Edith	Piaf,	its	a	typical	ode	to	the	city	through	the	eyes	of	an	artist.	Its	a	simple	swing	song	about	love	too,	asking	any	doubters	about	the	city	to	give	Paris	another	chance	at	proving	itself	the	City	of	Love.	Paris	1919	was	John	Cales	first	and	only	attempt	at	the	baroque	pop	style,	but	its	still	one	of	the	most
beautiful	songs	he	has	released	as	a	solo	artist. Suprme	NTM	-	Paris
sous	les	bombes	(Audio)	Bombesin	the	title	of	this	song	and	album	from	NTM	are	not	referencing	actual	exploding	bombs.	It	references	the	rappers	friends	using	aerosol	cans	when	they	create	graffiti	in	the	city.	This	was	one	of	the	best	offerings	available	for	French	rap,	evocative	of	gang	life	in	the	city	and	running	from	the	cops	after	spray	painting
walls.	Charles	Aznavour	-	La	bohme	(Official	Lyrics	Video)	Charles	Aznavour	is	another	name	we	have	to	bring	up	on	any	list	of	French	music.	La	Bohme	would	become	his	signature	song	and	an	international	hit,	being	recorded	in	several	languages.	The	song	extolls	his	love	for	his	time	in	the	northern	end	of	Paris	during	his	childhood	and	the	longing
for	a	return	to	the	bygone	days	in	the	villages	outside	of	the	city.	Several	artists	have	picked	this	one	up,	but	the	original	is	by	far	the	best.	For	many	people,	a	trip	to	France	is	a	huge	goal	in	their	lives.Little	French	Songtalks	about	how	everytime	life	gets	her	down,	Carla	Bruni	sings	a	little	french	song,	making	everything	seem	okay.
