I	as	well	as	other	people	have	reached	out	to	FP	on	various	occasions,	over	the	years,	suggesting	that	FP	review	their	planner	and	calendar	offerings	---	making	a	number	of	suggestions,	and	we've	been	met	with	curt	and	dismissive
responses.	Who	hires	these	customer	service	representatives?!	The	FP	customer	service	representatives'	responses	demonstrate	a	corporate	culture	that	stuck	in	a	corner,	is	unwilling	to	listen	to	their	customers,	and	is	out-of-touch	with	the	ever	evolving	planner	market.	In	recent	years,	the	analog	planner	has	made	a	big	comeback,	and	Franklin
Planner	is	still	completely	clueless	as	to	what	is	going	on.	Pity	because	they	could	have	lead	the	market.	They	need	to	clean	house,	and	adopt	a	new	marketing	strategy.	The	designs	on	most	planners	are	unattractive,	the	colors	for	the	most	part	are	ghastly	or	not	varied	enough	(ie.	peacock	blue	of	a	high	quality	binder,	but	no	black	versions	of	the
same	high	quality	binder),	the	materials	used	to	make	many	of	the	planners	are	of	poor	quality,	many	planners	don't	have	large	enough	rings,	and	closures	on	many	of	the	binders	are	either	non-existent	or	poorly	designed.	It's	as	if	there	is	one	person	who	is	in	charge	of	design,	and	the	company	just	won't	acknowledge	that	he/she	is	not	good	at
his/her	job	or	perhaps	the	person	is	related	to	"someone"	and	removing	said	person	is	not	possible. I	was	lucky	enough	to	have	one	of	my	first	employers	send	me	to	a	one-day	Franklin	course,	so	I	learned	their	entire	system.	Even	the	few	times	Ive
used	a	different	planner,	Ive	still	used	what	I	learned	from	their	system.	While	many	people	have	moved	to	a	digital	planner	over	the	years,	Ive	tried	them	and	keep	coming	back	to	my	paper	planning	process.	I	always	have	a	hard	time	keeping	things	current	in	a	digital	planner.	The	Franklin	Planner	is	a	paper	planner	that	is	available	here	in	both
ring-bound	and	wire	(spiral)-bound	versions.	They	come	in	four	different	sizes:	pocket	(3.5	x	6),	compact	(4.25	x	6.75),	classic	(5.5	x	8.5),	and	monarch	(8.5	x	11).	They	come	as	a	daily	planner	(one-page-per-day	or	two-page-per-day)	and	a	weekly	planner	(horizontal-layout	and	vertical-layout).	In	addition,	they	come	in	a	variety	of	styles	to	fit	any
personality.	Most	have	start	dates	of	January,	April,	July,	and	October	each	year.	They	even	have	a	21-day	Planner	Challenge	that	is	a	booklet.	It	gives	you	the	option	to	try	several	of	the	layouts	before	deciding	which	one	fits	you	best.	In	addition,	they	have	single	month	undated	packs	in	a	some	of	the	options	(found	in	the	forms	area	of	the	planner
accessories	section	on	their	website).	These	give	you	the	option	of	trying	a	single	type	for	a	month	before	purchasing	a	full	system.	The	single	month	pack	can	also	be	used	to	bridge	the	gap	to	the	next	quarterly	start	date.	For	both	the	wire-bound	and	ring-bound	planners	youll	need	to	purchase	a	binder	or	cover	to	start	out.	With	the	ring-bound
system	youll	also	need	a	starter	pack	in	addition	to	your	calendar	pages	pack	to	create	a	complete	planner	system.	The	Starter	Pack	includes	the	Personal	Management	Tabs	&	Pages,	Address/Phone	Listing,	Goals	Planning	Section	and	Pouch	Pagefinder	with	Compass	Cards.This	makes	the	Franklin	Planner	systems	a	little	expensive	on	the	front	end
but	not	a	lot	more	than	most	comparable	dated	annual	planners	on	the	market.	The	ongoing	costs	are	significantly	less	since	you	only	need	new	calendar	pages	each	year	and	the	flexibility	is	unprecedented.	Binders	come	in	a	variety	of	finishes	and	ring	sizes	which	makes	the	price	vary	greatly.	You	can	get	a	pocket	for	as	little	as	$20.	Compact	and
Classic	binders	start	around	$30,	and	you	can	get	a	Monarch	binder	for	about	$40.	You	can	also	splurge	and	spend	as	much	as	$170	on	your	binder	if	you	want	genuine	leather	with	a	zipper	closure	and	handle.	Most	of	the	binders	Ive	purchased	have	been	under	$50.	Ive	never	had	to	replace	one	because	of	it	wearing	out.	Ive	replaced	them	because	I
changed	sizes	(I	keep	the	old	ones	in	case	I	go	back	to	that	size)	or	because	Im	bored	with	the	look.	They	are	quite	durable.	As	with	any	ring-bound	planner,	you	can	choose	the	number	of	months	you	carry.	You	can	also	decide	how	much	additional	information	you	put	in	your	binder.	Ive	never	used	their	wire	bound	systems	so	I	cant	really	give	you
any	additional	information	on	them.	You	can	get	more	information	on	the	different	binding	types	for	planners	in	this	post.	In	the	ring-bound	versions,	Ive	used	every	size	except	a	pocket.	Ive	also	used	all	types	except	the	vertical	weekly.	And,	since	I	analyzed	my	needs	before	making	any	switches,	I	can	honestly	say	that	each	of	these	combinations
worked	perfectly	at	that	stage	of	my	life.	The	Franklin	Planner	that	Im	currently	using	is	the	Classic	two-page-per-day	system.	It	is	also	the	one	that	Ive	used	the	most	often.	This	tends	to	be	the	one	I	return	to	any	time	Ive	changed.	I	like	the	size	because	its	easy	to	carry	while	still	giving	me	plenty	of	space	for	planning.	It	even	fits	in	all	but	my
smallest	purse.	I	prefer	the	two-page-per-day	because	it	allows	for	me	to	keep	almost	everything	in	my	planner.	This	keeps	me	from	needing	any	other	binders	or	files	with	me	regularly.	I	currently	have	a	binder	that	has	1.25	rings	and	a	snap	closure.	This	allows	me	to	carry	all	my	monthly	tabs	as	well	as	two-three	months	of	daily	pages.	I	usually	have
at	least	the	next	six	months	of	two-page-per-month	monthly	tabs	in	my	planner.	I	also	usually	carry	the	previous	month,	the	current	month,	and	the	next	month	of	daily	pages	in	my	planner.	Previous	months	are	stored	in	my	office	in	storage	binders	so	I	can	refer	to	them	when	needed.	I	store	future	months	in	the	same	storage	binder	until	I	need	them.
This	leaves	me	plenty	of	room	in	my	binder	for	other	sections	that	Ill	discuss	a	little	later.	My	current	pages	are	the	Blooms	two-page-per-day.	Back	in	2018	when	I	first	wrote	this	post,	I	was	using	the	Her	Point	of	View	two-page-per-day	pages	so	you	can	see	that	I	mix	it	up	but	usually	stay	with	the	same	basic	format.	The	left-hand	page	includes
miniature	calendars	of	the	current	month	and	the	next	month,	task	list,	appointment	schedule,	and	daily	tracker.	On	the	right-hand	page	there	is	a	quote	and	then	a	daily	notes	section.	In	the	Prioritized	Daily	Task	List	section	(A	above),	there	are	three	columns.	The	first	column	is	for	marking	task	completed,	forwarded,	deleted,	delegated	or	in
process.	The	second	column	is	labeled	ABC	and	is	for	prioritization	using	the	Franklin	ABC-123	system	and	the	final	column	is	for	the	actual	task	description.	I	find	a	lot	of	planners	lacking	here	because	they	dont	have	the	column	for	prioritization.	In	order	to	truly	have	a	prioritized	task	list	without	this	column,	you	have	to	write	the	items	in	according
to	their	priority.	This	means	you	cant	use	this	area	to	advance	schedule	tasks	on	the	appropriate	day	and	then	prioritize	them	later.	The	starter	pack	has	a	section	that	goes	over	their	planning	method	in	detail.	Basically,	tasks	are	labeled	as	ABC.	A	tasks	are	tasks	that	must	be	done	today.	Bs	are	tasks	that	should	be	done	today.	C	tasks	could	be	done
today	if	you	have	extra	time.	Then,	within	each	letter	you	use	numbers	to	indicate	each	individual	tasks	priority	ranking.	The	great	thing	about	this	system	is	how	you	handle	things	that	you	come	across	that	need	to	be	done	on	a	future	date.	First,	you	can	turn	to	the	appropriate	daily	page	and	write	the	task	on	the	list.	Then,	you	can	forget	about	it
until	you	do	your	planning	for	that	day.	You	wont	need	to	erase	and	rewrite	those	future	planned	tasks	to	get	them	in	the	proper	prioritized	order.	Youll	just	use	the	ABC-123	system	to	prioritize	them	with	the	rest	of	your	tasks.	Another	way	that	I	keep	this	area	organized	is	that	I	use	the	line	that	is	across	from	a	specific	time	(for	me	its	3:00	right	now
but	that	has	gone	up	and	down)	to	keep	work	and	home	tasks	separated.	Work	tasks	start	at	the	top	of	the	list	and	home	tasks	start	next	to	the	3:00	line.	The	Daily	Tracker	area	(B	in	the	photo	above)	is	great	for	a	variety	of	things.	Ive	used	it	for	tracking	expenses,	calories,	exercise,	and	water	intake	over	the	years.	While	a	lot	of	planners	have	various
tracking	areas,	I	like	this	free-form	tracking	area	because	its	use	can	change	as	your	needs	change.	If	I	dont	care	how	many	glasses	of	water	Im	drinking	each	day	because	I	drink	way	more	than	I	need,	I	dont	have	space	wasted	with	little	water	glasses.	The	Appointment	Schedule	(C	in	the	photo	above)	in	the	Blooms	planner	runs	from	8:00	a.m.	to
8:00	p.m.	with	a	un-timed	area	at	both	the	top	and	the	bottom.	If	you	need	a	different	set	of	times,	check	out	the	other	design	options	as	they	are	not	all	the	same.	(For	example,	the	Her	Point	of	View	appointment	schedule	runs	from	6:00	a.m.	to	10:00	p.m.)	Some	of	the	appointment	areas	dont	even	have	time	markers	but	rather	have	morning,
afternoon,	or	evening.	Franklin	Planners	variety	in	options	is	one	of	their	greatest	assets.	I	use	this	area	for	both	appointments	and	time	blocking.	See	this	post	for	more	information	on	how	Time	Blocking	Helps	You	Focus	and	Increase	Your	Productivity	The	Daily	Notes	page	(D	in	the	photo	above)	provides	extreme	flexibility.	First,	this	page	can	be
used	for	an	expansion	of	the	task	or	appointment	descriptions.	Just	put	a	small	number	in	a	circle	at	the	end	of	a	task	or	appointment	on	the	left	page,	then	put	that	same	number	in	the	first	column	of	the	daily	notes	page	with	additional	information	in	the	other	column.	When	I	worked	as	a	Legal	Administrator,	I	was	constantly	being	given	information
verbally	when	I	wasnt	in	my	office.	Since	I	almost	always	had	my	planner	with	me,	I	was	able	to	use	this	page	to	record	that	information	so	I	could	deal	with	it	later	as	necessary.	Currently	this	area	has	a	couple	of	functions.	I	still	note	discussions	or	phone	calls	on	the	page,	but	I	also	note	accomplishments	or	challenges.	In	addition,	I	recap	my	day
each	evening	making	my	planner	serve	as	a	journal	too.	They	also	have	cutaway	daily	notes	pages	so	you	can	add	a	page	if	your	notes	for	a	specific	day	are	lengthy.	These	pages	are	a	little	shorter	than	the	regular	pages	so	the	date	and	calendars	still	show	above	them.	While	a	planners	most	important	job	is	usually	the	task	list	and	calendar,	I	use	my
planner	for	a	lot	of	other	things.	My	planner	is	a	central	place	for	holding	all	of	the	important	information	that	I	need	throughout	my	day.	Franklin	has	a	variety	of	forms,	accessories	and	decorations	available	in	their	store.	They	also	have	hole	punches	in	each	of	their	sizes	so	you	can	create	your	own	pages	and	add	them	to	your	planner.	I	use	a
combination	of	tabs	and	forms	purchased	from	Franklin	and	pages	that	Ive	created	to	get	the	most	use	out	of	my	planner.	I	have	a	perpetual	calendar	in	my	planner	that	has	all	of	the	important	dates	for	my	family	so	they	can	be	added	to	the	appropriate	days.	A	blank	one	comes	as	part	of	the	Starter	Pack	and	the	Occasions	Forms	Pack.	I	also	have	a
section	that	keeps	track	of	our	monthly	bills	(when	I	paid	them	and	when	the	payment	posted)	as	well	as	our	budget	and	other	expenses.	I	use	forms	that	I	created	for	this	but	they	have	a	Financial	Plans	Pack	that	can	be	used	also.	There	is	also	a	running	reading	list	in	my	planner.	And,	I	have	a	projects	section	that	gives	me	a	convenient	place	to	keep
all	the	details	needed.	I	have	a	goals	section	that	has	my	annual	goals	as	well	as	monthly	breakdowns.	It	also	includes	a	list	of	tasks	for	each	goal	that	I	add	to	my	daily	tasks	lists	as	appropriate.	Again,	Ive	created	my	own	forms	over	the	years,	but	there	Goal	Planning	Forms	are	a	great	starting	point.	My	family	section	contains	all	family	members
important	information.	This	means	I	always	have	sizes	when	Im	shopping.	It	also	means	I	have	lists	of	all	of	their	medical	information,	including	allergies	and	medications,	so	its	handy	for	emergencies.	There	are	also	some	pockets	in	my	planner	if	I	need	to	stick	something	in	temporarily.	And,	theres	a	notebook	on	the	back	of	the	binder	for	quickly
jotting	down	information	at	any	time.	The	notebook	pages	are	punched,	so	you	can	easily	add	them	to	the	planner	when	necessary.	As	you	can	see,	the	add-on	options	are	extensive	and	Ive	barely	touched	on	all	of	the	options	they	have.	Their	Forms	&	Tabs	page	has	a	complete	listing	of	current	options.	All	Franklin	Planners	provide	quality	systems
that	will	work	for	almost	any	lifestyle.	I	would	recommend	these	planners	to	anyone,	especially	the	two-page-per-day,	ring-bound	planner	system. the	Franklin	Covey	pocket	size	planners.	So,	if	you	really	need	a	small	compact	planner	option,	then	this	video	may	be	something	that	you're	interested	in.	In	this	video	I	will	be	reviewing	the	pocket	Franklin	Covey	basic	Spacemaker	vinyl	zippered	binder	in	the	color	black,	the	pocket	original	two-page	monthly	Ring-Bound	tab	and	the	pocket	white
line	pages.	If	you're	new	here,	hello,	my	name	is	Tonya,	and	I	make	videos	on	practical	and	functional	planning.	And	if	you	just	love	planners	like	I	do,	I	hope	that	you	will	hit	the	like	and	subscribe	button.	So,	let's	open	up	the	pocket	cover.	So	here	is	the	pocket	cover	up	close	here.	And	as	you	can	see	the	spine	kind	of	curves	and	like	that.	This	is	a
zippered	pocket	cover.	And	it's	called	The	Spacemaker.	And	I	know	Spacemaker	has	like	the	corners	are	kind	of	curved	like	that.	So	here	is	the	spine.	And	here	is	the	back	of	the	planner.	So,	if	you	measure	this	pocket	binder,	this	is	about	seven	and	a	half	inches	tall	and	about	five	inches	wide.	So	here	is	how	the	zip	tie	looks.	So,	on	the	inside,	you	get
one	page	lifter,	so	you	get	to	pin	loops,	they're	not	elasticized	on	the	back,	you	get	card	slots,	now	these	card	slots,	you	will	need	to	put	your	cards	vertically.	So	that	means	like	this	or	this	don't	fit	but	you	get	the	idea	of	card	slots	that	need	to	go	in	like	that.	And	it	has	like	this	band.	So,	the	cards	will	go	on	there	like	that.	And	then	there	is	a	pocket
here.	So,	who	is	the	pocket	version	for?	Sometimes	you	need	a	Satellite	Planner.	And	that	means	it's	a	planner	that	is	easy	to	carry	and	tinker	around	with	you.	And	you	just	need	a	place	to	quickly	jot	down	something.	Some	people	get	the	smaller	pocket	size	version	and	then	have	a	larger	size	planner	that	they	keep	at	home	or	that	they	don't	carry
with	them	as	much	and	they	carry	around	the	pocket	version.	So	of	course,	the	pocket	version	is	going	to	be	your	most	portable	option	out	of	all	the	sizes	because	of	how	small	it	is.	Now	the	one	thing	about	if	you	decide	to	get	a	pocket	version	in	addition	to	your	regular	planner,	then	you	can't	get	away	from	having	to	duplicate	writing	in	two	places.
Now	I	must	tell	you	that	I'm	not	too	impressed	with	the	quality	that	I	see	here	with	this	binder.	Notice	how	the	pen	loop	isn't-	I	don't	like	to	bash	planner	brands.	Okay,	if	you	didn't	know	I	also	sell	binders	in	my	shop	it	is	very	hard	to	get	a	high-quality	item.	So	please	don't	look	at	this	video	and	say,	Oh	my	gosh,	she's	just	being-	I'm	just	trying	to	help
you	guys	make	good	purchase	decisions.	So,	this	binder,	the	pen	loop,	is	sown	crooked	here	and	there	are	some	loose	strings	so	I	don't	mean	to	be	critical.	Not	at	all	especially	when	I'm	in	the	business	myself	and	it's	easy	to	have	a	planner	manufactured	and	it's	not	up	to	your	standards.	Please	take	this	with	a	grain	of	salt	if	you	decide	to	buy	the
pocket	binder	and	yours	look	like	this.	You	know	of	course	you	can	return	it	and	get	another	one.	This	is	how	the	little	rings	look:	The	rings	there	are	six	rings	and	here	these	rings	are	about	an	inch	wide.	So,	one	thing	I	want	to	do	is	this	is	a	binder	that	I	sell	in	my	shop	at	Tonyaplans.com	And	if	you're	interested	in	my	binders,	you	can	save	money
with	discount	promo	code	Tonyaplans10	I	wanted	to	compare	the	ring	size.	So	I	wanted	to	know	if	the	ring	size	of	a	pocket	is	the	same	as	a	ring	size	of	a	compact.	So	let	me	see	here.	Im	trying	to	kind	of-	no	it's	not	the	compact	size	rings	are	just	a	little	bit	taller,	but	it	just	doesn't	seem	like	from	my	naked	eye	that	there's	much	of	a	difference.	Now
this	is	a	binder	that	is	a	compact	size	and	it's	really	easy	to	hold	in	hand	as	well.	So	if	you're	in	the	store	you're	trying	to	check	out	and	you	need	to	pull	out	your	wallet	and	pull	out	some	cards,	this	is	just	as	good	as	the	pocket	size	to	use	for	portability.	Another	thing	that	my	Viktoria	binders	do	is	that	they	can	be	used	with	the	chain.	Let	me	just	show
you	this	quickly.	And	this	binder	here.	This	comes	in	black	color	as	well	that	you	see	here	and	it	comes	in	this	pink	color	and	see	how	you	can	carry	that	as	a	wallet	or	as	a	purse	super,	super	cute,	very,	very	functional.	But	if	you	don't	want	to	use	the	chain,	you	don't	have	to,	it's	optional.	So,	this	binder	also	comes	in	the	classic	size,	so	it	comes	in	a
compact	size	and	classic	size	and	it	comes	in	both	the	pink	and	black	colors.	And	the	classic	size	fits	Franklin	Covey	inserts	and	it	has	the	Seven	Rings.	I	hope	that	you	will	check	these	out	on	my	site	if	you	get	a	chance.	So	going	back	to	this	pocket	size	binder,	let's	put	the	planner	inserts	in	here.	These	are	the	original	weekly	planner	inserts.	Now	one
thing	I	was	surprised	about	is	how	small	these	inserts	look	compared	to	the	binder	but	the	binder	does	have	to	be	close.	You	have	to	have	enough	clearance	to	close	the	binder	to	zip	it	and	all	that.	So,	it	does	need	extra	space	here	for	that.	At	first	glance	like	this	is	why	I'm	saying:	So,	if	you	take	a	look	at	the	planner	pages	and	just	compare	it	to	the
size	of	the	binder,	look	how	much	bigger	the	pocket	binder	is	compared	to	the	pages;	so,	I	was	just	a	little	surprised	by	that.	This	is	my	first	time	buying	a	Franklin	Covey	pocket	size	binder.	I'm	just	trying	to	get	used	to	everything	but	this	is	how	it	looked	into	rings.	So,	let's	quickly	flip	through	this	binder	you	have	your	information	page	you	have	two
years	of	annual	calendars.	You	have	your	monthly	index	on	the	front	here	then	your	month	is	spread	across	two	pages.	So,	if	you	want	to	know	how	much	room	you	have	the	right	you	have	about	.75	inches.	So	that's	three	quarters	of	an	inch	to	write	in	the	boxes.	There	are	light	lines	there	to	help	keep	your	handwriting	straight,	here	is	a	section	on	the
side	and	there's	a	section	at	the	bottom	for	notes.	On	the	back	you	have	your	master	tasks	for	personal	and	business	items	and	all	of	the	monthly	tabs	are	the	same.	The	tabs	are	laminated	and	these	monthly	pages	are	a	harder	cardstock	so	these	are	just	the	monthly	tabs.	At	first,	I	was	thinking	that	I	bought	the	weekly	planner	pages	but	I	didn't.
These	are	just	the	monthly	tabs.	You	can	buy	weekly	planner	pages	and	daily	planner	pages	for	this.	So,	let's	look	at	the	white	line	pages	because	this	was	the	pocket	size.	I	wanted	to	get	white	line	pages	because	I	thought	that	because	the	pages	were	already	small	because	it	was	pocket	size	that	I	would	want	extra	space	to	be	able	to	write.	So,	this	is
just	something	if	you	just	simply	need	a	place	to	quickly	jot	down	notes.	There's	a	dark	blue	Navy	line	at	the	top	here	and	at	the	bottom	but	I	really	liked	the	wideness	of	the	lines	and	that	is	the	end	of	this	flip	through.	So	please	let	me	know	if	you	own	a	pocket	size	planner.	Do	you	use	this	as	your	main	planner	or	do	you	use	this	in	addition	to	your
larger	size	planner?	I	would	love	to	know	how	you	use	your	pocket	size	planner.	I	really	encourage	you	to	leave	a	comment	because	people	read	the	comments	underneath	the	video	and	they	make	purchasing	decisions	and	sometimes	something	that	you	say	in	the	comments	can	help	someone	decide	one	way	or	the	other.	Please	don't	forget	to	like	this

doing	well.	I'm	so	excited	because	in	this	video,	I	will	be	reviewing	Monarch	size	planners.	This	video	will	be	helpful	if	you're	trying	to	figure	out	which	size	planner	that	you	want	to	get	and	if	you're	wondering	if	a	larger	size	planner	will	work	for	you.	I'm	going	to	review	a	Monarch	size	Wire-Bound	cover,	a	Monarch	size	Ring-Bound	cover,	a	Monarch
size	Wire-Bound	planner	and	a	Monarch	size	Ring-Bound	planner	which	I'm	going	to	show	you	a	moment	when	I	open	this	up.	So,	the	names	of	these	products	that	I	have	here	is	called	The	Brighton	and	it's	a	simulated	leather	zipper	Wire-Bound	cover.	And	I	will	also	be	reviewing	the	Monarch	compass	weekly	Wire-Bound	planner	and	I	am	going	to
show	the	Monarch	Franklin	Covey	Basics	Spacemaker	vinyl	zipper	binder	in	the	color	burgundy	and	I	will	be	reviewing	the	Monarch	original	weekly	Ring-Bound	planner	that	you	see	here.	If	you're	new	here	hello,	my	name	is	Tonya	and	I	make	videos	on	functional	and	practical	planning.	If	being	organized	and	productive	is	something	that	interests
you,	please	be	sure	to	hit	the	like	and	subscribe	button.	Now	my	first	impressions	of	the	Monarch	binder	is	that	it	is	truly	Monarch.	It	is	huge.	It	is	big.	Compared	to	my	classic	size	binders	it	is	very	much	big.	So	here	is	a	classic	size	Wire-Bound	planner	that	I	sell	in	my	shop.	And	as	you	can	see	here,	there	is	a	huge	difference	in	space	that	is	taken	up
by	this	other	Wire-Bound	cover.	So,	let's	talk	about	who	would	benefit	from	a	large	size	planner.	So,	if	you're	the	type	of	person	that	wants	to	use	a	regular	sheet	of	paper	in	the	United	States,	a	normal	sized	sheet	of	paper	looks	like	this;	is	eight	and	a	half	by	11	inches.	Now	if	you	want	a	planner	that	is	this	size	with	Franklin	Covey,	you	will	have	to
get	what's	called	the	Monarch	size.	The	Monarch	size	is	for	people	that	need	to	take	a	lot	of	notes	and	that	need	a	lot	of	page	real	estate.	The	Monarch	size	is	also	for	people	that	will	leave	their	planner	stationary	on	a	desk.	This	is	not	the	size	that	in	my	opinion	you	would	want	to	use	if	you're	going	to	port	it	everywhere	or	take	it	everywhere	with	you.
I	think	the	Monarch	size	is	a	great	size	for	students	because	students	that	are	in	college	or	in	some	places,	they	call	it	University.	A	lot	of	times	students	that	need	an	academic	planner,	they	get	the	larger	size	because	they	get	regular	size	sheets	of	paper.	So,	they'll	get	a	syllabus	or	assignments	that	are	on	a	regular	size	sheet	of	paper.	And	with	that,
you	can	just	simply	put	that	paper	in	your	planner	and	have	it	with	you.	You	wouldn't	have	to	worry	about	taking	a	piece	of	paper	and	folding	it	in	half	in	order	to	fit	into	your	classic	size	binder	or	your	compact	size	binder	or	your	pocket	size	binder.	Pocket	size	is	really	small.	When	it	comes	to	portability,	let	me	show	you	how	that	would	look.	So,	I
have	here	one	of	my	tote	bags.	So,	I'm	going	to	just	place-	this	in	a	large	regular	size	tote	bag	that	the	average	woman	would	carry.	If	you	put	the	Monarch	size	in	this	tote	bag,	it	looks	like	this.	So,	it	fits	in.	Its	briefcase	size.	In	my	opinion,	it	will	fit	a	case	that	would	carry	a	laptop,	but	it	could	be	heavy	to	carry	this	and	a	laptop	together	by	the	way.
So,	this	is	how	it	would	look	in	a	normal	size	tote	bag.	Now	I	purchased	these	items.	This	was	the	first	time	that	I've	ever	received	a	Monarch	size	cover.	And	I	must	tell	you	that	I	was	surprised	by	the	size	of	it.	I	was	expecting	it	to	be	a	little	bit	smaller,	more	similar	to	this	size,	like	a	regular	sized	sheet	of	paper.	But	I	understand	why	it	had	to	be
made	wide;	because	it	needed	to	accommodate	clearance	for	the	zipper,	for	the	pockets,	to	be	able	to	open	and	close	it	comfortably.	I	get	all	that.	And	to	be	able	to	house	a	regular	sheet	of	paper	and	pen	loops	and	you	don't	want	the	paper	hitting	against	your	pen	loop.	So,	I	understand	why	the	covers	were	made	a	little	bit	wide;	it	is	quite	a	size	to
deal	with.	Another	type	of	person	that	will	be	interested	in	a	Monarch	size	planner	is	if	you're	like	me,	the	older	I	get	the	more	I	have	trouble	with	my	eyesight.	So,	I	was	interested	in	seeing	a	Monarch	size	planner	because	I	thought	I	would	have	a	larger	font	and	more	real	estate	to	write	on	in	the	planner	and	everything	would	just	be	larger	and	it
will	make	it	easier	on	my	eyes.	So	that	is	part	of	the	reason	why	I	decided	to	try	out	the	larger	Monarch	size	planner.	Hey	guys,	I	was	editing	this	video	and	realized	that	I	didn't	complete	my	thoughts	on	the	font	size.	So,	if	you're	looking	to	get	the	Monarch	size	because	of	the	larger	font,	you're	making	an	assumption	that	the	font	will	be	larger.	This	is
the	binder	from	my	shop	which	has	seven	rings,	it	fits	Franklin	planner	inserts.	And	let's	quickly	compare	the	font.	So,	this	is	the	original	classic	size	planner.	And	it's	the	daily	format	because	I	can't	for	the	life	of	me	find	my	weekly	one	right	now.	But	as	you	can	see	the	font	is	bigger,	but	it's	not	that	much	bigger.	So	don't	bother	Monarch	because	you
are	assuming	that	the	font	is	going	to	be	huge;	it's	not.	The	font	is	larger	than	the	classic	size,	but	not	that	big,	as	you	can	see	here.	But	this	planner	is	definitely	in	my	opinion	not	made	for	portability.	And	I	think	that	you	will	be	disappointed	really	quickly.	If	you	buy	this	planner	thinking	that	Oh,	it'll	be	okay,	I	can	take	it	with	me	back	and	forth	here
and	there.	If	you're	a	person	that	travels	a	lot	for	your	job.	Now	I	think	going	back	and	forth	to	college	is	fine	with	this	because	you	may	already	have	books	anyway,	while	a	lot	of	books	are	electronic	these	days.	But	you	may	already	have	books	anyway,	this	will	just	kind	of	just	fit	in	with	all	the	other	books	that	you	carry.	If	you	own	the	Monarch	size,
can	you	please	leave	a	message	in	the	comments	and	let	us	know	how	you	use	the	Monarch	size	and	if	you	like	it	because	a	lot	of	times	people	read	the	comments	underneath	these	videos,	and	you	guys	sometimes	leave	the	most	insightful	information.	So	please	feel	free	to	leave	a	comment.	You	can	leave	a	comment	anyway	but	especially	if	you	own
the	size	planner,	I	would	love	to	know	what	you	think.	So	again,	this	cover	is	called	The	Brighton	and	it	is	a	grayish	color	and	it	has	the	gray	contrast	which	looks	very	handsome.	I	like	the	way	this	cover	feels.	And	let	me	show	you	up	close	so	you	can	see	the	texture	of	it.	The	cover	feels	good	in	the	hand.	And	as	you	can	see	here	the	spine	is	stitched.
This	is	a	zippered	cover.	So	with	the	zippered	cover,	a	lot	of	people	like	to	get	covers	that	are	zipper	because	they	feel	that	their	things	won't	fall	out.	Honestly,	with	zipper	covers	and	non-zipper	covers.	I've	never	had	a	problem	with	covers	that	aren't	zip	with	anything	falling	out.	But	I	understand	you	know,	different	people	have	their	different
preferences.	Now	with	The	Brighton	cover,	you	get	two	pen	loops,	they	are	elasticized	on	the	back	so	that	they	can	hold	big	and	small	ink	pens.	And	with	The	Brighton	cover	you	have	several	card	slots	here,	place	to	put	documents	and	receipts	you	have	two	pockets	for	that.	And	you	have	a	pocket	here	where	you	can	slip	a	spool	sheet	of	paper	down
the	side.	So,	if	I	was	to	put	this	piece	of	paper	in,	I	could	slide	it	in	like	that.	And	also,	you	have	a	pocket	that	goes	this	way.	So,	if	you	want	you	can	carry	two	books	in	the	planner,	one	on	this	side	of	the	flap	and	one	on	this	side.	I'm	just	going	to	show	you	the	back	of	the	cover.	And	the	back	of	the	cover	here	again	is	a	place	where	you	can	put
documents.	It	was	a	pocket	like	that.	And	of	course,	there	is	a	pocket	going	this	way	that	can	hold	your	planner.	This	is	again	a	Wire-Bound	cover	meaning	there	are	no	rings	in	this	cover.	Let's	compare	this	is	a	Ring-Bound	cover	and	this	is	a	Wire-Bound	cover.	Notice	the	footprint	is	slimmer	on	this	one	because	it	doesn't	have	to	accommodate	rings.
So,	let's	take	a	look	at	the	Wire-Bound	planner	inside.	This	has	the	double	Wire-Bound	as	you	can	see	here,	this	cover	is	like	a	frosted	plastic	cover	here.	Now	this	planner	is	called	The	Compass	is	a	weekly	planner.	And	this	cover	is	a	harder	cardstock	you	have	an	information	page	here,	this	page	is	a	little	bit	of	a	harder	cardstock.	You	have	three
years	of	annual	calendars	here.	Yeah,	the	Franklin	planner	quit	start	to	die.	And	then	you	get	into	the	planner	itself.	So,	you	start	with	a	monthly	index	page	a	month	spread	across	two	pages.	Wow,	this	is	a	lot	of	room.	To	give	you	an	idea	of	how	big	of	space	you	have	to	write	this	is	one	and	a	half	inches.	And	I	like	that	this	is	a	neutral	palette.	I	liked	it
there	are	lines	so	it	can	help	keep	your	handwriting	straight.	There	are	holidays	on	this	planner,	this	happens	to	be	a	Canadian	holiday	that	I'm	showing	here.	And	there	are	moon	phases	on	this	planner,	I	think	that	it	is	suitable	for	both	men	and	women.	Next	on	the	back,	you	have	a	master	task	list	that's	divided	into	personal	and	business	sections
and	then	it	starts	again.	So,	all	of	your	monthly	pages	are	in	the	beginning,	your	tabs	are	laminated.	And	it	also	comes	with	this	cute	little	page	finder.	So,	the	page	finder	looks	like	this	and	it	has	these	L-shaped	arms	on	them.	So,	you	want	to	be	gentle	with	these	when	you	use	these	in	your	Wire-Bound	planner.	So,	if	you	want	to	mark	your	page,	you
can	use	this	to	mark	your	page	and	you	can	move	it	throughout	your	planner.	So,	after	all	your	monthly	pages	here	you	have	a	whole	page	for	notes	and	then	start	your	weekly	spreads.	So,	the	weekly	spread	starts	within	Monday.	By	the	way	if	I	didn't	mention	these	calendars	start	with	a	Sunday	date.	So,	this	is	how	your	weekly	spread	look.	You	have
two	months	of	power.	There's	at	the	top	here	you	have	the	current	month	and	the	next	month,	it	tells	you	what	week	you're	on.	It	has	the	dates	of	the	week	that	this	spans	across	here.	This	is	Monday,	Tuesday,	so	on	and	so	forth	Saturday	and	Sunday	share	a	column,	the	planner	goes	from	7am	to	8pm.	At	the	bottom,	you	have	sections	where	you	can
write	in	your	daily	tasks.	And	over	here	at	the	end,	because	Saturday	and	Sunday	share	a	column	called	weekend	tasks.	And	also,	it	comes	with	quotes	at	the	top	of	each	week.	The	weight	of	the	paper	feels	pretty	good.	I'm	not	sure	what	the	weight	of	this	paper	is,	but	it	doesn't	feel	too	thin	and	it	doesn't	feel	too	thick.	So,	flipping	through	to	the	end	of
this	planner,	you	get	future	planning	pages	that	go	all	the	way	out	to	2026.	You	get	a	page	that	shows	the	upcoming	holidays	and	observances.	You	have	about	six	blank	planner	pages	here	that	you	can	write	notes	on.	Then	you	have	a	page	with	weights	and	measurements,	kitchen	measurements,	conversion	table,	the	world	map	and	time	zones.	You
have	medical	record	information	here.	You	have	name	and	address	information	like	a	little	telephone	directory	here.	And	you	have	seven	pages	front	and	back	of	these	and	that's	the	end	of	the	planner.	So	now	let's	quickly	go	over	the	other	planner	here.	Now	this	planner	is	called	a	Spacemaker.	I'm	not	quite	sure	why	they	call	it	a	Spacemaker.	If	you
compare	it	to	Brighton	it	is	actually	taller.	I	think	they	call	it	Spacemaker.	Maybe	because	they	made	the	sides	like	this.	I'm	not	sure	so	but	this	cover	honestly,	I'm	not	a	fan	of	how	the	material	feels	it	feels	very	vinyl.	And	I	think	it	did	say	in	the	description	that	it	was	vinyl.	I'm	also	not	really	a	fan	of	how	the	zipper	kind	of	pucker's	out	around	here.	It
just	doesn't	look	like	it's	a	premium	mate.	This	zipper	does	not	do	that	this	zipper	kind	of	goes	in	like	that.	And	it	just	looks	like	it's	a	better	quality	than	this	one.	So,	let's	open	this	up.	The	pen	loop	is	not	elasticized.	And	this	cover	as	you	can	see	there,	and	it	has	several	card	slots.	This	binder	feels	economic.	It	does	not	feel	as	good	as	this	one	in	my
opinion,	but	I	bought	it	because	the	price	was	right.	So,	you	have	a	flap	here	where	you	can	I	guess	put	in	certain	things.	This	card	slot	part	you	can	stick	your	whole	hand	under	here	and	on	the	back	cover	it	has	a	high	pocket	so	you	can	slip	in	a	notepad	with	this	cover.	And	again,	notice	how	this	material	shows	the	indent.	This	binder	came	with	a
one	page	lifter.	And	honestly,	I'm	surprised	about	the	page	lifter.	It	looks	generic	and	normally	the	Franklin	Covey	name	is	embossed	on	the	page	lifters	but	this	one	it	is	not.	The	thing	you	need	to	know	about	the	Monarch	size	Ring-Bound	planner	is	you	get	seven	rings.	So	what	I'm	going	to	show	you	is	that	I	got	this	from	my	daughter's	room.	This	is
a	piece	of	paper	that	of	course	people	in	school	and	college	typically	use	to	take	notes	on.	So,	if	you	have	a	piece	of	paper	with	just	three	holes,	it	will	not	fit	in	this	Ring-Bound	binder	because	there	are	seven	rings.	So,	what	that	means	is	if	you	get	this	binder,	you	must	pretty	much	use	Franklin	cubbies	inserts	and	products.	Also,	you	can	also	use	I
believe	day	timers	products	and	inserts	as	well.	And	they	will	be	compatible	with	the	Seven	Rings	in	this	binder.	So,	if	you	have	pieces	of	paper	that	you	need	to	put	in	a	Monarch	binder	you	need	to	purchase	if	you	don't	already	have	the	whole	puncher	as	well,	so	that	you	can	easily	put	your	papers	in	this	binder.	And	hey	guys,	I	hope	you	can't	hear
that	there's	some	construction	going	on.	And	unfortunately,	I	try	to	wait	for	the	construction	to	be	over	but	I	can	certainly	hear	the	noise	in	the	background.	But	I	have	to	record	my	videos	first	thing	in	the	morning	because	I	go	to	work	and	I	actually	go	to	work	in	30	minutes.	So,	I	like	to	record	my	videos	in	the	morning	and	sometimes	people	are
cutting	grass	and	sometimes	now	they're	you	know	people	are	doing	construction	so	it's	really	hard	sometimes	finding	a	quiet	time	to	record	so	please	forgive	me	for	the	noise	that	you	may	hear	in	the	background	of	this	video.	So,	I	just	want	to	go	ahead	and	measure	the	ring	size	really	quickly.	So,	with	this	binder,	the	ring	size	is	1.25	inches.	So	let
me	just	put	the	planner	pages	back	in	here	so	we	can	flip	through	this.	Okay,	so	now	let's	quickly	flip	through	this	Ring-Bound	planner.	So,	this	is	the	Franklin	Covey	original	weekly.	Whenever	you	hear	the	word	original	with	Franklin	Covey,	it	means	that	the	planner	pages	are	going	to	have	this	green	on	them	and	that	is	what	their	original	version	is.
I	personally	liked	the	green.	I	think	it's	probably	a	little	old	school	to	some	people	but	I	personally	really	like	it.	I	think	it's	easy	on	the	eyes	and	I've	always	enjoyed	it.	So,	this	planner	starts	out	with	the	information	page	where	you	put	your	name,	address	etc.	Then	you	have	three	years	of	annual	calendars,	the	Franklin	planner	QuickStart	guide.	Now
this	is	what's	interesting.	The	month	is	not	across	two	pages	like	it	was	on	the	Wire-Bound	planner.	This	is	a	month	on	one	page	So	those	of	you	who	like	a	month	on	one	page,	you'll	enjoy	this	planner	here.	So,	you	have	just	about	an	inch	for	each	block	on	this	planner.	This	planner	also	comes	with	the	moon	phases	and	the	holidays,	you	have	a
laminated	tab	here	for	each	month.	On	the	back,	you	have	a	master	task	list	and	on	the	back	master	task	list.	And	the	nice	thing	about	a	Ring-Bound	planner,	if	you	prefer	for	your	monthly	pages	to	be	collated	throughout	your	planner,	you	can	simply	move	these	around	as	you	see	fit.	So,	then	you	have	a	blank	note	page.	And	now	we	get	into	our
weekly	spread	here.	So,	with	this	weekly	spread,	there	is	a	ton	of	space	to	write	on,	for	example,	measure	this.	This	is	like	two	inches	and	a	quarter	of	writing	space	is	a	lot	of	writing	space.	So	those	of	you	who	just	need	a	lot	of	writing	space,	or	your	eyes	bother	you	and	you	just	need	bigger	paper,	then	this	might	be	something	that	you	want	to
consider.	The	format	is	pretty	much	just	like	the	Wire-Bound	one	where	it	has	the	days	of	the	week	going	down	vertically	like	that.	Saturday	and	Sunday	share	a	column	you	have	the	times	over	here,	it	starts	at	6am	and	goes	to	8pm.	Every	now	and	then	you	get	some	notes	pages	in	between.	So,	let's	flip	to	the	end	of	the	planner	here	and	see	if	it's	the
same	as	the	Wire-Bound	planner.	You	get	some	plain	note	pages	here.	And	you	can	always	buy	extra	notes	pages.	If	you	feel	this	isn't	enough,	you	have	10	pages	of	notes.	So,	if	you	count	the	front	and	back	this	20	Pages	for	notes,	you	have	a	page	for	holidays	and	observances	and	then	you	have	future	planning	calendars.	Now	notice	these	future
planning	calendars,	you	have	this	monthly	format,	it's	the	whole	month	on	a	page	that	you	can	plan	out	for	the	future	that	way	and	you	get	enough	of	those	for	the	whole	next	year,	then	you	get	future	planning	pages,	that	takes	you	out	an	additional	four	years.	So,	this	one	goes	to	2027.	Then	you	get	some	more	notes	pages.	And	actually,	see	this	is
about	five	or	six	notes	pages.	So,	I	think	in	this	planner,	they	kind	of	were	pretty	generous	with	the	notes	pages	as	compared	to	their	other	planners	that	they	put	out.	And	that's	pretty	much	the	end.	This	is	just	a	white	card	board.	Please	let	me	know	if	you	have	questions	about	this	planner.	What	do	you	think	of	the	size?	And	again,	I'm	going	to
compare	this.	So,	this	is	for	example,	this	is	a	classic	size.	So,	this	is	the	Monarch.	This	is	the	classic	size,	this	is	a	compact	size	planner.	Now	these	two	I	sell	in	my	shop,	you	can	save	money	with	discount	promo	code	TONYAPLANS10.	This	is	the	pocket	size.	So,	the	pocket	size,	as	you	can	see,	is	the	same	height	as	the	compact	size.	So	this	is	all	four
sizes	compared.	And	as	you	can	see,	the	Monarch	size	is	very	much	bigger	than	all	of	the	other	ones.	So,	would	I	recommend	the	Monarch	size?	Well	for	certain	people,	I	would	recommend	the	Monarch	size,	which	I	mentioned	before	to	students,	to	people	that	just	need	a	lot	of	space	for	writing.	But	in	general,	I	personally	would	recommend	that	if
you	can	go	down	in	size	and	ears	are	trying	to	choose	between	the	two	and	you	really	think	you	can	make	a	Monarch	size	and	a	classic	size	work.	I	would	personally	go	to	the	classic	size	because	the	classic	size	one	is	their	flagship,	their	signature	product,	they're	going	to	have	a	lot	of	more	choices	and	the	classic	size	then	they	do	in	a	Monarch	size
and	it's	just	easier	to	carry	around.	So,	if	you're	trying	to	make	a	decision	between	which	size	to	get,	unless	you	really	you	know	need	the	bigger	size,	then	get	the	bigger	size	but	I	would	personally	recommend	that	you	go	down	because	a	lot	of	times	people	will	buy	from	just	from	me	conversing	with	people	a	lot	of	times	people	buy	the	Monarch	size
and	they	later	end	up	going	down	in	size.	I'm	just	trying	to	save	you	money,	trying	to	save	you	time	and	frustration.	If	you	think	you	can	deal	with	the	smallest	size	then	try	to	make	it	work	with	the	smallest	size.	I	think	you'll	be	happier	with	a	smaller	size	but	that's	just	my	opinion.	So	please	don't	forget	to	like	this	video.	This	is	Tonya	helping	you	feel
more	organized,	so	this	can	be	your	best	year	yet. In	other	words	you	spend	more	time	in	quadrant	2	and	less	time	in	quadrant	3	of	the	Franklin	Covey	Priority	Matrix	below.I	already	know	what	I	have	to	do,	so	why	plan?While	you	may	know	what	you	need	to	do,	the	people	that	I	meet	in	big	corporations	down	to	students	at	school	find	that	a	planner	keeps	them	focused	on	their	top
priorities.This	means	that	rather	than	being	swept	up	in	the	urgency	of	daily	routines	acting	in	a	reactive	manner	(which	increases	stress!)	the	planner	helps	them	to	become	more	proactive	in	their	high	value	activities.I	have	too	many	interruptions	so	planning	won't	work	for	me.Interruptions	have	the	potential	to	take	you	off	course	which	is	all	the
more	reason	to	have	a	plan	so	that	when	you	go	off	course	you	are	able	to	refocus	on	what	you	have	to	do. Part	of	the	process	is	to	constantly	look	at	what	youre	doing	and	evaluate	in	which	quadrant	you	are	operating	in.	Also,	its	important	to	schedule	activities
from	quadrant	2	into	your	weekly	planner	or	calendar	in	advance,	and	then	review	on	a	daily	basis	to	make	sure	you	are	spending	enough	quality	time	on	the	things	that	are	most	important. Who	would	get	the	most	from	using	the	FCP?	Lets	face	it,	its	inspiring	to	focus	on	a	personal	mission	statement.	Only	1%	of	performers	do	this.	So,	this	system	would	best	suit	those	people
who	have	enough	control	over	their	day-to-day	tasks	to	be	able	to	spend	the	time	to	set	their	goals.	Also,	you	will	need	to	be	able	to	switch	between	Big	Picture	thinking	and	then	more	detailed	thinking.	It	would	suit	people	who	can	do	this	quite	easily.	In	my	travels	as	a	productivity	/	success	coach,	its	become	very	apparent	that	this	system	works	best
with	people	who	have	a	high	level	of	organizational	support	or	a	high	level	of	support	from	a	team.	It	would	suit	also	suit	those	people	who	are	disciplined	to	check	in	on	their	priorities,	on	a	daily	and	weekly	basis.	This	system	requires	you	to	step	back	from	the	day-to-day	and	to	consider	the	bigger	picture	of	your	life	and	overall	mission.	Incredibly
important	but	for	those	people	who	struggle	to	do	this	then	this	would	be	a	sticking	point.
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
