As Tim Berners-Lee himself says:-"I just had to take the idea of hypertext and connect it to the ideas of TCP and DNS and Ta-da! to the World Wide Web”.Tim Berners-Lee helped found the W3C in 1994 at the Laboratory of Computer Science (LCS) at MIT in Boston. an
important role, to try to improve the quality and standards of the World Wide Web. Queen Elizabeth, and in 2007 the order of merit was assigned. Tim Berners-Lee is currently informative professor at the University of Oxford and the Massachusetts Institute of Technology (MIT).
