series. A computer-animated film of the first book was released in 2010.About the 'How to Train Your Dragon' BooksHow to Train Your Dragonis about the adventures of Hiccup Horrendous Haddock III, the ten-year-old, red-haired son of a Viking chief. Hiccup, like all young people of the Holligan tribe, must capture a dragon as a rite of passage. If
they can't capture and train a dragon, they will be exiled from the tribe. In a very good way,How to Train Your Dragonfelt to me a bit like a cross between the Captain Underpants books and the Harry Potter books. There's the adventure, danger, mythical creatures and fantasy world aspects of Harry Potter, alongside the grossness and silliness of the
Captain Underpants stories (Hiccup's friend is called Dogsbreath the Duhbrainand his cousin is Snotface Snotlout).Both boys and girls seem to loveHow to Train Your Dragonand its sequels and they're great for reading aloud.
