The	new	left	in	the	United	States	is	associated	with	hippie	movement,	mass	protest	movements	in	school	campus	and	a	focus	on	protesting	against	class-based
oppression	to	include	issues	such	as	gain,	race	and	orientation	Sexual.	British	new	left	was	an	intellectually	driven	movement	that	tried	to	correct	the	perceived	errors	of	the	old	left.	The	new	prevailing	authoritative	structures	to	the	left	in	the	society	it	has	designated	as	"the	establishment"	and	became	known	as	"anti-establishment".	The	new	left	left
did	not	seek	to	recruit	industrial	workers	in	masses,	but	concentrated	on	a	social	activist	approach	to	the	organization,	convinced	that	they	could	be	the	source	for	a	better	kind	of	social	revolution.
