He was still inside with Curtis but beat him at his own game and
escaped before the place blew. The BAU shared stories and glasses of wine after Strauss’s funeral in a touching conclusion to this season of Criminal Minds. The Behavioral Analysis Unit in Criminal Minds, an American police procedural crime drama, has profiled cold-blooded killers, cult leaders, and cannibals — but nothing could have prepared
them for The Replicator. Making his debut during Season 8 of Criminal Minds, The Replicator was one of the most twisted and dangerous villains the BAU ever encountered. He wasn't merely another type of criminal with a weird calling card. He was a former FBI agent with insider knowledge, a genius-level IQ, and a serious grudge. His crimes weren’t
chaotic or random—they were calculated, chillingly precise, and designed to hit the BAU right where it hurt. But before diving into what made The Replicator such a standout, let’s backtrack a little. Criminal Minds premiered in 2005 and was created by Jeff Davis. It is a gripping cultural phenomenon, respected for its dark psychological touch and
compulsive storytelling. The foundation is the BAU—profiling agents who work in tight-knit circles out of Quantico, Virginia. These are agents who analyze patterns, interpret behavior, and delve into the psyche of serial killers to catch them before they kill again. Throughout its extended course, Criminal Minds brought dozens of its iconic "unsubs"
(unknown subjects), but few bothered the BAU quite so much as The Replicator. Stealing onto the scene in Season 8, this bad guy was no ordinary deranged murderer. He was something much worse: one of them. A former FBI agent with an IQ of genius level and an even more serious grudge, he knew what the BAU was going to do before they did —
and used that awareness to initiate one of the most personal, psychologically vicious battles the team had ever encountered. What was so frightening about The Replicator in Criminal Minds wasn't his body count — it was his modus operandi. He copied previous BAU cases, leveraging insider information and scientific accuracy to recreate murders that
echoed older investigations. It wasn't copycat killing — it was deliberate psychological warfare. The edge of the Replicator lay in knowing the team both professionally and personally. He knew their thought processes, their weak points, and how to leverage their strengths against them. And he was not seeking fame or fortune. His motivation lay in
revenge and pride — a former agent who had been wronged and ignored, now bent on outsmarting those who once rejected him. By recreating the most chilling cases in Criminal Minds, he wasn't merely acting out crimes — he was making the team relive their darkest hours and face their innermost fears. His campaign dismantled the distinction
between hunter and hunted, and for the first time, the BAU wasn't in charge. Who is The Replicator in Criminal Minds? John Curtis in Criminal Minds (Image via Amazon Prime Video) In the long tradition of Criminal Minds villains, The Replicator was notable not only for his cruelty, but for how close to home he worked. Under the pseudonym was John
Curtis, a retired FBI agent who had become a vengeful predator, whose scientific expertise and intelligence-level intellect made him an unusually deadly force. While most unsubs emerged from nowhere, Curtis had been a badge-wearer. He was familiar with the system. He knew the folks. And he knew just how to break them. Curtis did not kill
indiscriminately — he copied. Slowly, case after case of old BAU work came back to life with eerie precision. Crimes that the team had already cracked were being reenacted down to the last detail, a sickening tribute to their previous successes. It seemed like a coincidence at first. But by mid-Season 8, the trend was unmistakable. Someone was
stalking them. Observing them. Taunting them. And eventually, hunting them. What made The Replicator so deadly wasn't simply his intellect; it was his motive. Years before, Curtis had been quietly shoved out of the FBI, blamed for a botched case, and skipped over for promotion in favor of linguist Alex Blake. That disappointment didn't just hurt his
ego; it ignited it. What came after was a years-long, slow-building smolder of anger that spread into a vendetta. Each case he copied wasn't simply a matter of beating the BAU — it was about embarrassing them the way he was embarrassed. And atop that list was Blake. Unlike most serial killers on Criminal Minds, Curtis did not kill out of sheer
impulse. His background in biochemistry provided him with access to deadly tools, from exotic toxins to chemical compounds, which made his murders science experiments with psychological payloads. It was clinical. Precise. And always personal. The breakthrough was when Curtis ramped up his attacks from symbolic to specific. The most jarring act
of his campaign was the poisoning and killing of Section Chief Erin Strauss — an action that pushed the boundaries from games of the mind to all-out war. With a single deliberate blow, Curtis destroyed team morale and established that no one in the BAU was safe. The Criminal Minds Season 8 finale's showdown unfolded as a psychological thriller.
Curtis set up the team for a trap with a touch-activated nerve agent, aiming to assassinate both Blake and Aaron Hotchner. But the BAU was one step ahead this time. Curtis was caught in an explosion during the take-down — an explosive end to an all-season game of chess. His demise was never depicted with absolute certainty, but the threat was
eliminated. The Replicator's story was brought to a close, not with applause, but with fatigue. Criminal Minds: Imitation as a psychological weapon John Curtis in Criminal Minds (Image via Amazon Prime Video) Curtis didn't create a new model of murder. He didn't have to. Rather, he recreated the BAU's case files against them, mirroring past crimes
in eerie detail. The staging was almost surgical: same configuration, same victim type, same message — but with enhancements. Where the initial cases left off in Criminal Minds, Curtis picked up the thread and warped it, adding biochemical agents, explosives, or surveillance malware that only someone with top-level insider information could
replicate. It wasn't imitation — it was a message: You've done it before, and you still can't stop me. Every copied crime made the team relive their failure and doubt their instincts. It was psychological warfare disguised as home ground. Curtis didn't lash out randomly. He selected crimes that would haunt the BAU. Cases that left emotional scars. And
victims who resonated with personal stakes. The result was something more than murder. It was a perverse form of theater in Criminal Minds: intended to manipulate, destabilize, and demoralize the very people trained to resist those means. A narcissist with an FBI resume Mark Hamill at CinemaCon 2025 (Source: Getty) Beneath the surface, Curtis
comes across as a textbook example of narcissistic personality disorder — a grandiose sense of self-importance, pathological need for affirmation, and complete absence of empathy. What killed him, however, was not the diagnosis — it was the credentials. He wasn't intelligent; he was Bureau intelligent. He knew protocol. He knew loopholes. He knew
how the BAU worked, what they'd weigh most heavily, and where they wouldn't look. That mix — top-notch training and boiling-sewer resentment — made him a precision-guided missile fired at the team's blind spots. The longer Curtis hid in the shadows, the more overt his attacks grew. What began as copycat killings in Criminal Minds evolved into
calculated strikes. He poisoned Erin Strauss, who died in one of the easiest show kills to ever make your heart hurt. He set traps for Alex Blake, coordinated attacks that put core team members' lives in danger, and persisted in demonstrating that no firewall — professional or emotional — would be able to keep him out. Maybe the most frightening
aspect of The Replicator in Criminal Minds wasn't his IQ or his capabilities — it was his familiarity. He knew bureaucracy. He worked with its delays, its politics, its impulse to safeguard image rather than truth. He navigated through the institutional cracks because he knew precisely where they were — and how frequently they were disregarded.By the
time the BAU knew who they were fighting, Curtis was already embedded within the design of their reality. He wasn't merely evading justice — he was employing the instruments of justice to remain concealed. Edited by Priscillah Mueni The ultimate victor in the streaming wars has been the audience, which now enjoys the spoils of a content-starved
environment in which death is never final, and any familiar TV franchise has a good shot at being resurrected. For proof, as if any more is needed, look to the motley crew of psychopath hunters from the long-running procedural “Criminal Minds,” now back in action on Paramount+ less than three years after CBS took them off the case. But this is not
quite the show viewers watched for 324 episodes. This is “Criminal Minds: Evolution,” a 10-episode-long soft reboot clearly intended to push the franchise into a more mature territory with deliberate pacing and a renewed focus on the profilers solving the murders, rather than the perpetrators committing them. It’s a logical progression for the show,
which for all its success on CBS, always felt a bit too dark for the network, but still not as dark as it should be given the ghastly subject matter. With “Evolution” comes a chance to build a richer and more authentic iteration of “Criminal Minds” beyond the strictures of the 10 p.m. timeslot. At the very least, “Evolution” gives the show another shot at a
proper sendoff. “Criminal Minds” confronted the conundrum faced by every retiring series with gruesome subject matter or a nasty tone: try on optimism, even if doing so defies what came before it, or commit to a brand-appropriate ending that bums the audience out. The February 2020 episode now technically considered the Season 15 finale, rather
than the series finale, opted for sweetness and light at the cost of tonal inconsistency and unattended plot threads. “Evolution” will be far closer to what fans remember, with each character quivering under the massive psychic burden of a job that requires occupying the headspaces of serial killers. Joe Mantegna reprises his role as David Rossi, the
shrewd and fastidious lead profiler of the FBI’'s Behavior Analysis Unit, who is in a far worse state of mind than he was last seen in. There’s a time jump — essentially in real-time — to account for the pandemic, during which Rossi has suffered a crippling personal loss. He redirects his grief into the work, making him more likely to lash out at his
colleagues when they second-guess the professional opinions that now comprise his entire existence. The rest of the BAU gang is more or less intact, with the exception of Spencer Reid (day-one regular Matthew Gray Gubler) and Season 13 addition Matt Simmons (Daniel Henney). Emily Prentiss (Paget Brewster) is still heading up the unit after a
failed bid to run the entire agency, but is now under the thumb of a smug new superior who will happily short-change the BAU to get further in his career. Tara (Aisha Tyler) and Luke (Adam Rodriguez) are still on the beat, closing in on their latest twisted “unsub.” (“Unknown subject,” for those out of the loop.) Meanwhile, resident white hat Penelope
(Kirsten Vangsness) is decidedly not on the beat, having resolved to prioritize self-care over hunting killers. This may all sound like just another season of “Criminal Minds” rather than an “Evolution.” And that’s to be expected, with the show under the direction of showrunner Erica Messer, an OG producer who also worked on the short-lived spinoff
“Criminal Minds: Beyond Borders.” But the step forward is in the plotting, which is designed to make “Evolution” a more serialized serial killer procedural. Rather than juggle a season-long Big Bad with mostly contained monster-of-the-week stories, “Evolution” braids the two together, lending the show a new momentum and cohesiveness that it’s only
hinted at before. With each killer the team neutralizes, they get closer to their bigger target. The real masterstroke is casting Zach Gilford as the prime unsub, the spiritual leader of a nationwide network of murderous acolytes. Gilford’s intensity makes for a truly creepy foe against which the BAU feels well-matched, and he makes the most of his
opportunity to play the anti-Matt Saracen, his beloved “Friday Night Lights” character. For loyal viewers, the ones who bemoaned the hastiness of the series finale, business as usual will be just fine given how recently the show signed off. But it’s hard to make the case that “Evolution” takes full advantage of its jump to Paramount+. Sure, there’s a
smattering of premium cable language here and there, but aside from a few naughty words, there’s not much to differentiate the show from its predecessor. A higher level of gore would have taken the series in a more disturbing new direction. Granted, “Evolution” is as gothic as ever in its subject matter, but the depravity of its killers is still mostly
implied and takes place mostly off-screen. The subtlety certainly makes the show easier to stomach, but also makes it feel trapped in primetime rather than truly evolved. Perhaps “Evolution” feels tame because its logline - a charismatic leader commands a legion of serial killers - is identical to that of “The Following,” the three-season Fox thriller. For
all that show’s shortcomings, its violence delivered gut punches that forced the to audience to face down the horror of the subject matter. “Evolution” is a lively and competent extension of a recently ended series, but little more, and it’s certainly not a leap forward. “Criminal Minds: Evolution” premieres with two episodes on Paramount+ on Nov. 24.

The show followed the high-stakes work of the FBI's Behavior Analysis
Unit, a specialized group of law enforcement and psychology all-stars who profile, track down, and stop the worst of the worst bad guys, or "unsubs" (short for "unknown subjects"). Why so popular? Well, it's always satisfying to see the consistent triumph of good over evil, embodied by hard-working, morally upright investigators such as Dr. Spencer
Reid (Matthew Gray Gubler), David Rossi (Joe Mantegna), Emily Prentiss (Paget Brewster), Derek Morgan (Shemar Moore), and Penelope Garcia (Kirsten Vangsness). But that's all over now. In February 2020, Criminal Minds came to an end after 15 seasons and more than 300 episodes. Why would the network say goodbye to this still popular, still
engaging, still prominent hit? It's got its reasons, baby girl. It's usually quite easy to tell just how valuable a show is to a network by how quickly its executives ask that show's producers for another round of episodes. For example, NBC's Will & Grace revival did so well during its first season (2017-18) that the network renewed it for seasons two and
three before that first season had concluded. Conversely, last-minute re-ups generally indicate a network that's wishy-washy on its decision, meaning a show is likely getting ready to be canceled. Deadline reported in May 2018 that the Criminal Minds renewal for season 14 "came down to the wire" as network and studio hashed out negotiations.
Another sign of dwindling network interest: smaller episode counts. The number of Criminal Minds season 14 episodes wasn't initially revealed, but CBS eventually decided on 15, far less than the standard order of 22. The final season was even shorter — just ten installments. This point in time is something of a crossroads for CBS. The network just
might be looking ahead to the future and a new era of programming. Not only did it lose its highest-rated comedy with The Big Bang Theory coming to an end in the spring of 2019, but a big chunk of the network's primetime programming is decidedly long in the tooth. Blue Bloods, Big Brother, Survivor, NCIS, and NCIS: Los Angeles have all hit at
least ten seasons. Actively losing another of its ancient, flagship shows in Criminal Minds signals a new start for the Eye. It may also represent a symbolic break with the CBS of yore, the one controlled by disgraced CBS Corporation chairman and CEO Les Moonves. The veteran broadcasting executive resigned his post in September 2018 amid a slew of
sexual misconduct allegations. CBS's new leaders just may want to have anything Moonves approved off the air as soon as possible. Most any job is stressful, including making television. Criminal Minds was plagued by more than its share of ugly and embarrassing scandals over the years. Original cast member (and arguably the show's lead actor)
Thomas Gibson got himself fired in 2016 after 11 seasons playing Aaron Hotchner when a heated discussion with writer/producer Virgil Williams escalated into the actor kicking Williams. In 2010, Paget Brewster (Emily Prentiss) and A.J. Cook (J.J.) were ostensibly fired due to budget cuts. Brewster later told the A.V. Club what actually happened — a
CBS executive called then-showrunner Edward Allen Bernero with an order to replace the fired actresses with younger ones. Bernero ultimately quit, and Brewster and Cook eventually returned to the show. Those incidents — among others — could have very well played into CBS's decision to throw its proverbial arms up in the air when Criminal
Minds was finally canceled. Who wants a workplace that's more than occasionally full of this kind of weirdness and generally bad stuff? Numerous Criminal Minds cast members have moved on and CBS is obviously ready to do the same. It would seem that the main creative force behind the crime procedural is ready to try new things in a new
environment. ABC Studios, a division of the ABC television network, produces Criminal Minds, and CBS pays a lot of money for the privilege of airing it. In 2017, ABC struck a big deal with Criminal Minds showrunner Erica Messer. The network now funds her own boutique imprint, Erica Messer Productions, from which she develops new TV drama
series. Messer knows good television — before Criminal Minds, she worked on Party of Five, Alias, and Charmed. It would be hard to keep a show on CBS when the showrunner has a lucrative deal at a production company owned by a rival network. ABC would probably prefer to keep its talent in-house, and have Messer produce shows exclusively for
networks in the ABC family. In 2019, the network announced that two new dramas from Messer's camp were In the works: Best Kept Secret and Nightingale. Broadcast networks aren't like streaming services. While Netflix and Hulu can host a seemingly infinite number of options, networks are constrained by time. CBS's evening schedule consists of
three hours of programming every night of the week, and four on Sundays. That's only 22 total hours of TV, and even within that limited amount of space, there isn't much turnaround. Stalwarts like 60 Minutes and various iterations of NCIS aren't going anywhere, so the Eye Network doesn't have the bandwidth to launch many new series each fall.
Canceling a fading show like Criminal Minds frees up a precious hour of room in the schedule. That's some space that CBS really needs. The final season of Criminal Minds aired for only 10 weeks, and then got out of the way to allow a new show the chance to develop a following (and earn the network some advertising revenue). There are plenty of
shows awaiting the chance — CBS ordered seven new shows for the 2019-2020 season. Criminal Minds had been on the air since 2005, spanning well over 300 episodes. That's a staggeringly long and impressive run, and one that places it among the most enduring network dramas of all time. However, there are only so many twisted murderers,
demented cult leaders, and creepy kidnappers out there in the Criminal Mindsverse, and the show's brave and dedicated law enforcement officials may have just about rounded up the last of them. In short, the show has simply run its course. Even the best series can and eventually do run out of ideas at some point, and having passed the 300 episode
benchmark makes this a logical, understandable time to close up the Behavioral Analysis Unit. Not only has Criminal Minds' time come, but it's out of step with other law enforcement shows on the air. Its reliable formula feels like it came from another, bygone era of TV... because, well, it did. Today's crime series have gone in two directions: gritty,
challenging, and artsy — such as True Detective or American Crime Story — or safe and comfortable reboots like Magnum, P.I. Criminal Minds just didn't fall into either camp. A lot of factors play into a network's decision to end a popular series, but it almost always comes down to one big X-factor: ratings. If enough people watch a show, a network can
charge companies big bucks to advertise their products during that show. If the ratings stay high, the network earns a tidy profit in ad revenue. Should that pattern hold, a show could stay on the air indefinitely. Case in point: 60 Minutes, still a major draw after more than 50 years on the air. But if ratings drop too far and/or too fast, well, there's the
door. Criminal Minds' most recent numbers are nowhere near its highest levels. In the 2018-19 season, it placed just outside the top 40 most-watched shows on broadcast TV, pulling in an average of 8.22 million viewers. That's a big fall from the 2008-09 season, when Criminal Minds was the 11th-most-watched show on TV. The numbers don't justify
CBS keeping it around after next year. The longer a show sticks around, the more expensive it is to produce. Actors can earn more money each time they re-negotiate their contracts to stick around for a few more seasons. They've got producers in a bind — they kind of have to pay the actors what they want so as to keep a show's audience-drawing cast
intact. However, a show's popularity and ratings tend to naturally slip over time, meaning the longer a series runs, it becomes less profitable due to declining ad rates and increasing production costs. If it's no longer financially worth it for a network to proceed in such a matter, they'll cut the dead weight of an expensive, long-running show. For
example, Criminal Minds ratings were nowhere near series highs, but in 2017, original cast members Kirsten Vangsness and A.]. Cook signed new contracts and got substantial raises, ones that gave them salary parity with well-paid co-star Matthew Gray Gubler. All those salaries stick out on the CBS ledger, and couldn't help but play a part in the show
being canceled. Crime procedurals are supposed to be rock-solid, ultra-reliable TV institutions. Viewers expect these kinds of shows to be pretty much the same thing, week in and week out, populated by the same set of familiar faces for years on end. Criminal Minds didn't adhere to those unwritten rules, churning out more than 300 episodes despite
sporting one of the most active revolving doors in TV casting history. That lack of stability tends to turn off viewers, as Criminal Minds' downward-trending ratings over the last decade would indicate. Mandy Patinkin (BAU Chief Jason Gideon) left in 2007, Thomas Gibson (Aaron "Hotch" Hotchner) got terminated in 2016, Shemar Moore departed in
2016 and moved on to S.W.A.T., and Paget Brewster and A.]. Cook's characters, Emily Prentiss and Jennifer Jareau, respectively, were written out for a spell. Other actors and actresses who came and went from the BAU: Jennifer Love Hewitt, Jeanne Tripplehorn, Damon Gupton, and Rachel Nichols. Throughout the 1990s and into the early 2000s, CBS
got into a nostalgia habit, regularly airing two-hour-long, made-for-TV revival movies of some of its most popular crime, cop, and mystery shows of yesteryear. Viewers got the chance to watch one or two more exciting adventures featuring well-known characters from Simon & Simon, Diagnosis Murder, Cagney & Lacey, and Murder, She Wrote.
Producing and broadcasting such projects grew dormant at CBS, but the idea just might make a comeback with Criminal Minds. In advance of the series finale, Parade asked Criminal Minds showrunner Erica Messer if the storyline allowed for the possibility of a TV movie. "You don't shut down the BAU. Can't do that," she said. "And it was that

She seemed to be under the impression that
Hotch's team was disorganized and posed a threat to the BAU, prompting her to enlist Emily Prentiss to spy on the team; even calling the latter in "Doubt" during a case in Arizona, (a maneuver that backfires when Prentiss, having become close to her team members, eventually resigns from her position) and to attempt Hotch's removal from the BAU
with a pending investigation on his methods. She backs off her attention from the team after experiencing firsthand what the team lives with every case in the field, as seen in "In Name and Blood", but not before making sure that they understand that none of them will ever be able to move up in any higher positions within the FBI (though this opinion
appears to have been proven wrong in later episodes). Season Five[] In episode "100", Strauss conducts the inquiry into the events surrounding the actual beating to death of George Foyet. She questions each team member to get to the bottom of the situation and ensure that "a bloodbath like this never happens again." She finally questions Hotch, who
tells her that he believed if Foyet were allowed to get up off of the floor, he would have killed Jack too. She effectively clears him saying, "That's good enough for me." She also falls away from her cold and spiteful personality that was the norm for most previous episodes and sincerely tells Hotch how sorry she is and that "if there is anything you [Hotch]
or your son need..." she will help. Strauss appears in "The Fight" reprimanding Sam Cooper for his unauthorized involvement in a case assigned to Hotch's team. After the conclusion of the case, she calls Cooper and warns she still plans on reading him and Hotch "the riot act" but congratulates him and orders him to return with the rest of the BAU to
work on cases she has for Cooper to handle. Season Seven[] In the episode "Self-Fulfilling Prophecy", it is revealed that Strauss is fighting alcoholism and that Hotch knew that she was getting help. However, it seems that she had relapsed as she tried to keep it a secret. In the end, Hotch and Morgan arranged for her to be checked in privately. In the
Season Seven two-part finale "Hit" and "Run", she is hired to supervise the hostage situation at the Colonial Liberty Bank perpetrated by the infamous Face Cards. Hotch convinces her to delay the Director's order for SWAT teams to move in. By the end of Run, she thanks Morgan for finding out about her drinking problem and even jokes to him that
Morgan won't be happy when she returns to duty when he states it will be an honor to have her back, possibly her first instance at displaying humor to the team. She is present at JJ and Will's wedding and happily dances with Rossi and the team, showing that she might have become a better person towards them. Season Eight[] Strauss becomes more
prominent in Season Eight. It is revealed in "The Silencer" that the newest member of the BAU team, Alex Blake, worked with her during the Amerithrax case, during which Strauss left her to take the fall when a linguistics flub led to the arrest of the wrong suspect. As a result, Blake didn't get along with her afterward. At the end of The Silencer,
Strauss tries apologizing to her, but she is turned down. In "Carbon Copy", she specifically oversees the investigation into the Replicator, and by the end of the episode, she apologizes to Blake again, and this time, her apology is accepted. In "Brothers Hotchner", she is abducted by the Replicator, later revealed to be a disgruntled FBI agent named John
Curtis, whom she left to take the blame along with Blake following the Amerithrax case. In "The Replicator", Curtis poisons her with spiked wine and leaves her to die. She is found on the streets by Hotch, and she admits that the Replicator forced her at gunpoint to drink again. She dies in Hotch's arms after begging him to stay with her as she doesn't
want to die alone. Strauss indirectly helps defeat Curtis post-mortem when Rossi uses her sobriety chip to escape his trap, leaving him to apparently die in an explosion. After her funeral, the team celebrates her life during dinner at Rossi's garden, discussing happy stories of her time with them and acknowledging her as a good woman, friend, and
mother. In the episode "Hit", it is implied that she and Rossi had spent the night together in a hotel. In Season Eight, more and more hints are given that they are indeed in a romantic relationship, and in "Brothers Hotchner" and "The Replicator", neither of them attempts to hide it. The way Rossi grieved over her death and the fact that he knew her
children were the last pieces of proof of their relationship. Season Nine[] Starting with the episode "To Bear Witness," her position is now occupied by Mateo Cruz. She reappeared in "200" in a flashback scene with JJ and Cruz talking about an assignment by Undersecretary Rosemary Jackson. Season Ten[] After Gideon is found murdered and the
conclusion of the case, Strauss is mentioned by Rossi, listing her among people close to him who had died, along with Gideon and Harrison Scott. Season Fifteen[] Strauss returns as a vision in the series finale "And in the End..." in Season Fifteen after Reid suffers from a brain injury sustained at the hands of Everett Lynch. Personality[] Initially being
antagonistic towards the team, Strauss's opinion of the BAU progressively changes due to her experiences in the field during the episode "In Name and Blood" and seeing the aftermath of the events in "100". She appeared to be very disturbed while reading the autopsy report on Haley and determined that Hotch was justified in killing Foyet. She also
expresses concern for Hotch in "25 to Life" and was glad he is taking some time off. It is then shown in the episode "The Stranger" that all of the animosity with the BAU she had once held had vanished when Strauss told Hotch that his team had dealt with terrible things in one year, namely the "death" of Emily Prentiss and the events surrounding
Foyet, but that they had dealt with them exceptionally. She also told Hotch that she was taking some time off due to reasons that are believed to be personal (later revealed to be her alcoholism) and that she wanted him to take care of the departments under her responsibility while she was absent. Through Season Three to Season Five, Strauss changes
from being an antagonist to the team to a woman who understands the team's difficulties and has started to respect them. In "About Face", she apparently doesn't believe people can be selfless. It is revealed that she is an alcoholic in "Self-Fulfilling Prophecy", something that ruined her relationship with her children. By the time of her death in "The
Replicator", she is over a year sober and a sponsor to other struggling alcoholics, having developed a strong animosity for alcohol, but is forced to drink again before she dies at the hands of the Replicator, the alcohol she drank having been poisoned by him. Notes[] Though Strauss was stated to have little field experience, Morgan told the team after
her death that she was an excellent shooter. It is possible that she just never fired a gun while on the job, or he was referring to something else entirely ("The Replicator"). It is possible that, prior to her death, Strauss may have recently spent time at the shooting ranges, where Morgan may have seen her skill with a firearm. Strauss's FBI database
username was "Strauss E 218" ("The Replicator"). A reboot of a familiar title, which is why the former CBS drama “Criminal Minds” (2005-2020) is back for a 10-episode 16th season on streaming service Paramount+. Streaming Thursday - because who doesn’t want their Thanksgiving dinner served with a
heaping helping of a serial killer cutting open the back of a victim and giving the poor man the choice of permanent paralysis or death? - “Criminal Minds” returns with most - but not all! - of its cast returning. The show, now called “Criminal Minds: Evolution,” also has a season-long storyline about a serial killer who, stuck at home due to the
pandemic, creates a network of serial killers, which allows “Criminal Minds” to have its procedural element (serial killer of the week!) and a perfect-for-binging on streaming serialized arc too (serial Killer for the season who directs the serial killers of the week!). Since “Criminal Minds” was always a show about brutal crimes, the move to Paramount+
doesn’t result in that much more violence on screen, but it does allow star Joe Mantegna to drop the occasional f-bomb. “I'm very aware that teenage kids watch this show,” said “Criminal Minds: Evolution” executive producer Erica Messer in a virtual press conference during the Television Critics Association summer 2022 press tour in September. “I
never wanted us to go into full Rated R, extra violence or anything that would suddenly feel like a very different series. ... So while I don’t think you're going to be shocked at the graphics being worse or anything like that, there is some language that I feel is very appropriate even though some might consider it inappropriate. ... It just sounds normal. It
sounds like what they would have been saying all along. So that part, I'm kind of excited about, because I feel like the dialogue feels more authentic in that sense of law enforcement.” “Criminal Minds: Evolution” also allows more time for character/relationship development. Prentiss (Paget Brewster) has a new job. Rossi (Mantegna) mourns the death
of his wife. Penelope Garcia (Kristen Vangsness) hosts British baking parties at home and wants nothing to do with the FBI’s elite team of criminal profilers (of course, she’ll get pulled back in). Reid (Matthew Gray Gubler) and Simmons (Caniel Henney) are on a secret assignment and not back for this season. “Our hope is that the team members that
we ended the series with on CBS will be able to come back and play at some point,” Messer said. “But everybody does have other projects. ... There was like a short window to try to get all of our friends to play, and we weren’t able to [get all of them]. It’s a little bit more of a mystery what Reid and Simmons are up to, but they’'re certainly not forgotten.
Dr. Reid and Matt Simmons’ desks are still there, still have stuff on [them]. If any of you went back after March 2020, you still have stuff on that desk that was there for two years. So we’re definitely playing that. They are not gone-gone. Let’s put it that way.” “Wednesday’ Writers Alfred Gough and Miles Millar know their way around a teen coming-of-
age drama. They launched “Smallville” on The WB (later The CW) in 2001, seven years before the first “Iron Man” movie laid the groundwork for the MCU. She served as the Section Chief of the BAU (Behavioral Analysis Unit) and was a respected
member of the team. However, her character faced a tragic end in the series. In the season 8 finale episode titled “The Replicator,” Strauss was targeted by the unsub kown as The Replicator (played by Mark Hammill). He forced her to drink alcohol, which he had laced with poison. The poison had a fatal effect on her, and she eventually died in the
arms of her colleague, Aaron Hotchner (played by Thomas Gibson). Strauss had been struggling with alcoholism, and her addiction was used against her by the unsub. Her death was a significant blow to the BAU team and left her colleagues in shock and grief. The character’s death was a major plot point in the series, and it had a significant impact on
the show’s storyline. It marked the end of an era for the BAU team, as Strauss had been a part of the show since its early seasons. In the TV series Criminal Minds, the character Erin Strauss, who served as the Section Chief of the Behavioral Analysis Unit (BAU), was portrayed by Jayne Atkinson. After her character’s death, the show introduced a new Section Chief, named Mateo “Matt”
Cruz, who was played by Esai Morales. Cruz is a Senior Executive Service (SES) officer and serves as the direct supervisor of the BAU team, including SSA Aaron Hotchner and later SSA Emily Prentiss. Cruz’s character was introduced in the ninth season of the show and appeared in a recurring role until the series finale in season 15. In the episode
“L.D.S.K.” of Criminal Minds, BAU Supervisory Agent Aaron Hotchner resorts to kicking Dr. Spencer Reid in order to give him access to a gun to shoot a suspect. Hotchner’s decision to use force on Reid was based on the urgent need to neutralize the suspect who had takn a hostage and was threatening to kill them. As Reid was immobilized due to a
previous injury, Hotchner had to act quickly to provide him with access to the weapon. Therefore, Hotchner’s action was a tactical move to ensure the safety of the hostage, Reid, and the rest of the team. Hotch does not die in Criminal Minds. However, his character disappears after season 11. He appears in two episodes of season 12 before vanishing
on a “special assignment.” Later in the season, it is revealed that he was put into witness protection following his son’s involvement in a number of stalking incidents. So, while Hotch is no longer a regular character on the show, he is still alive and in witness protection. In the Season 12 episode “Taboo,” it is revealed that Peter Lewis, also known as Mr.
Scratch, was responsible for orchestrating the attack on Aaron Hotchner’s house that led to his departure from the BAU. However, it was not explicitly shown on screen that Mr. Scratch was the one who pulled the trigger that actually killed Hotchner. The show left the identity of the shooter ambiguous, leaving it up to interpretation. In the television
series Criminal Minds, Gideon, portrayed by Mandy Patinkin, died in the Season 10 episode “Nelson’s Sparrow.” He was murdered off-screen and had been shot at a close range by serial killer Donnie Mallick. Apparently, Gideon and Rossi had investigated Mallick 30 years before the murder. Unfortunately, Gideon did not survive the attack and passed
away as a result of his injuries. Although his death was not shown on screen, it had a significant impact on the show’s storyline and the characters who worked alongside him. Rossi and Strauss were involved in a sexual relationship, but it wasn’t a serious or committed romantic relationship. They shared a personal connection that was evident to those
around them, and Strauss also had a professional connection to the team as a member of the FBI. According to Erica Messer, the showrunner of Criminal Minds, J] and Cruz did not have an affair. Therefore, it can be concluded that JJ did not cheat on Will on the show. However, it is important to note that the show is a work of fiction, and any plotline or
character development is subject to change as the writers see fit. J] and Will do stay together. They are happily married and have two sons, Henry and Michael. Their relationship has been a constant throughout the series, and they have been shown to support each other through various personal and professional struggles. They have also faced
challenges as a couple, such as Will’s job as a detective and JJ’s high-pressure work with the BAU, but they have always managed to work through these issues together. their relationship is portrayed as strong and loving, and it is unlikely that they will separate in the future. JJ] becomes the head of the BAU (Behavioral Analysis Unit) in the TV series
Criminal Minds. However, she initially refuses the promotion twice. But after a missing persons case in Maryland, she is forced to take the position because of Strauss’ authority. Hotch, who was the previous head of the BAU, is unable to do anthing for JJ. Despite her initial reluctance, JJ eventually accepts the position and becomes the new leader of the
BAU. As the head of the unit, she is responsible for leading and managing the team’s investigations into complex criminal cases, providing guidance and support to the agents, and ensuring that the unit continues to operate effectively and efficiently. Arthur decided to banish Strauss from camp for a combination of reasons. Firstly, Arthur was
experiencing a crisis of conscience and felt that Strauss’s loansharking had caused harm to many people. Her alcoholism, wich she had sought treatment for, is used against her when the unsub, The Replicator,
forces her to drink and poisons her. Hotchner finds her and she dies in his arms. Her death is avenged when Rossi traps the Replicator in an exploding house. This marks the end of Strauss’s character arc on the show and the introduction of a new BAU Section Chief, Matt Cruz. While her death is a heartbreaking moment for fans of the show, it serves
as a powerful reminder of the dangers and consequences of addiction. And if so, why exactly is Criminal Minds ending? Those two questions are the ones that have been plaguing
fans of the long-running CBS series for years. And now, we finally have an answer to both questions: yes, Criminal Minds is indeed being cancelled. But only after the 10 episodes making up the show’s 15th year next season have aired. Criminal Minds, of course, pits a team of FBI profilers (played by Joe Mantegna, Paget Brewster, Matthew Gray
Gubler, A.]. Cook, Aisha Tyler, Kirsten Vangsness, Adam Rodriguez, and Daniel Henney) against a different serial killer who, conveniently, pops up each week just in time for a new episode. The ironic thing is that for a show that’s been on the air for 14 years, cancellation was actually a bigger concern than occasional fluctuations in the cast or fear that



the writers could no longer come up with inventive ways of killing off victims (unnervingly, that never seems to have been a problem). What’s kind of humorous about the situation is that the network is actually giving fans a break by letting them know this early rather than continuing the yearly hang-on-to-your-seats guessing game that’s been played in
the past until the series was inevitably renewed. Think we’re joking? Renewal for Season 13 was still an issue in March 2017, when CBS announced the renewal of 14 shows on their lineup — but conveniently left out Criminal Minds. Word that there would be a 14th year didn’t come until May 12, 2018, and even then it was with a reduced count of 15
episodes. So the plan as we know it is that, again, Season 15 will consist of 10 episodes that are going to be shot back-to-back with Season 14. In other words, this year’s season finale will air on Feb. 6 but the show will stay in production, filming the episodes that will begin airing next season. Getty Images Amy Reisenbach, CBS’ Executive Vice
President of Current Programs, issued a statement, noting, “Criminal Minds is the quintessential CBS hit. We are so proud to have aired it. It speaks to everything we do best, which is air quality television. It’s been successful not only on air, but online, in syndication, and internationally. We [also] wanted to make sure executive producer/showrunner
Erica Messer had the time and ability to write a finale that honors the characters and the fans. We discussed wanting to keep the show in continuous production, so 10 felt like the right number for us to roll straight into and give Erica enough episodes to end the series the way she wanted to.” R/R Let’s face it: it’s also a lot cheaper to stay in production
than to shut down only to gear up again a few months later. So, why has CBS waited so long to renew the show every year? Whereas CBS owns most of their dramas outright, Criminal Minds comes from CBS Television Studios and ABC Studios, which means that CBS only owns half the show. That means there is a lot of negotiation to be had. And the
reality is that the longer a show goes on, the more expensive it becomes. Cast and crew salaries usually go up every year and it eventually reaches a point where there are diminishing returns, leading to cancellation no matter how strong the ratings are. So when you ask yourself, “Why is Criminal Minds being cancelled,” if it’s not over ratings, it’s the
same thing it’s always over: money. Either way, it’s been a hell of a ride and we’re just sorry to see it come to an end. Still, nobody should feel sorry for any series that’s lasted 15 seasons and produced an incredible 325 episodes. For a decade and a half, fans eagerly followed the pursuits of the team at the FBI's Behavioral Analysis Unit as
they traveled across America to track down some of the country's most violent criminals. Though the weekly mysteries and heart-pounding thrills are the focus of "Criminal Minds," it's the characters that are truly the lifeblood of the hit show. We've loved watching the friendships between the BAU team develop over the series' 15 seasons. Of course, as
is the case with any show, many romantic subplots have made their way into "Criminal Minds," too, including a fan-favorite will-they-won't-they dynamic between JJ and Reid and the frequent flirtation between Garcia and Morgan. However, there's one romance that totally flew under the radar for some "Criminal Minds" fans. On the r/Criminal Minds
subreddit, user u/dailyprime vocalized their confusion about the apparent relationship between Agent Rossi and BAU section chief Erin Strauss. Strauss frequently butted heads with the BAU team, though she eventually began to show the team more affection and respect. Tragically, she was poisoned to death by an unsub at the end of Season 8. On
Reddit, u/dailyprime commented on this, saying, "When Strauss died, Derek says that Rossi is taking it pretty hard and Hotch says 'they've been together for the past year' what does that mean? Were Rossi and Strauss dating?" Though it was never said outright, it was implied Rossi and Strauss first spent their night together at the end of Season 7 and
were an item up until her death. Some fans are disappointed that we didn't get to see their relationship more fleshed out. Reddit user u/definitly-not said, "i low-key wish we got to see more of rossi and strauss being together. ... i feel like it would have meant a lot more if we actually got to see them together." However, u/sofyamarmeladov remarked
that the hidden nature of the relationship may have been a deliberate choice of the writers, saying, "I guess ... they wanted [their relationship] private and as the viewer we also were not allowed to see into much of their relationship which is actually quite nice and a clever technique." We're sad the two characters did not get more time together, but
we're glad they were able to find love. In the popular crime drama series “Criminal Minds,” the character of Erin Strauss, played by Jayne Atkinson, meets a tragic end in Season 8. Strauss was a
recurring character in the show, initially introduced as the Assistant Director of the FBI's Behavioral Analysis Unit (BAU). Her struggles with alcoholism humanized her character and shed light on the complexities of addiction. Additionally, her relationship with Rossi, hinted at but not
fully explored, added a layer of depth to both characters. The death of Erin Strauss in “Criminal Minds” serves as a poignant reminder of the risks and sacrifices faced by law enforcement professionals. It also showcases the show’s ability to tackle complex themes and deliver shocking twists that keep viewers on the edge of their seats. Dr. Erin Strauss,
a character on the television show Criminal Minds, met a tragic fate that resulted in her death. Jennifer Jareau’s departure from Criminal Minds during season six was due to financial considerations related to the premiere of the spin-off series Criminal Minds: Suspect Behavior. This decision was made as a cost-cutting measure, which led to the release of A.J. Cook, the actress who portrayed Jareau. The
decision was not related to her performance or any storyline reasons within the show. It was purely a business decision made by the producers of the show. According to the information provided in the TV show Criminal Minds, it can be inferred that David Rossi and Erin Strauss did date. Although their relationship was not explicitly stated, it was
suggested that they became romantically involved at the end of Season 7 and remained a couple until Strauss’ death. However, it is worth noting that their relationship was not extensively explored on the show, which left some fans disappointed. At the end of the first hour, Curtis breaks into Strauss' (Jayne Atkinson) hotel room, after which he forces the recovering alcoholic to drink before drugging her with "Doctor Death," the meth/ecstasy mix at the center of the case the BAU had just solved. He lets
Strauss wander the New York streets, where the section chief dies on a bench in the arms of Hotch (Thomas Gibson) - not her BAU-member-with-benefits Rossi (Joe Mantegna).Get the scoop on 39 must-watch finalesSo who is John Curtis anyway? And why was he targeting the BAU? It turns out Curtis worked in the Department of Justice, which receives
the team's case reports, and like Blake (Jeanne Tripplehorn), he was screwed over by Strauss when they had to take the fall for a mishap in the Amerithrax case 12 years ago. Needless to say, he did not take it well that Blake managed to join the BAU all these years later. Strauss had actually been investigating The Replicator rogue after having told the
team that the case was dormant in the 16th episode. Believing that The Replicator was on the inside, she doctored the team's case report from last week, listing a fake M.O. that The Replicator used on Strauss.After kidnapping Blake when the BAU's chopper was forced to crash-land on his property, Curtis planned to kill the whole team via a bomb in
his house, but Rossi - whom Curtis had drugged earlier to lead him to believe that Morgan (Shemar Moore) was The Replicator - instead locks Curtis in the booby-trapped room and escapes the room by using Strauss' sobriety chip as a wedge in the lock. The house explodes ... but we never see Curtis' body.So is The Replicator really dead? And why did
Strauss have to die? Showrunner and executive producer Erica Messer answers our burning questions.Is The Replicator dead? When there's no body...Messer: I wanted to leave that as our option creatively. My guess is he's gone. But I specifically didn't want to do that in case in Season 9 we say, "Well, you know..." [Laughs] I wanted to leave that up in
the air until we decide in the writers' room next month. Even all the actors said, "We don't see his body." By keeping that open-ended, it will keep a beat in the season premiere where we can show photos from the scene or say he's dead. It'll be a nice starting point for us.Strauss is obviously gone.Erica Messer: Yeah, I had a hard time with that. I've
known Jayne for so long and I had to really separate knowing Jayne and the creative place we were with Strauss. It's hard for the team to have an enemy like The Replicator, and for him to not do any damage just didn't seem right. Strauss seemed like the one who had to go, which makes me sad, but it made sense, story-wise. She was our sacrificial
lamb. She was introduced as an enemy of the team and by this year she was so on our side.I still remember how much I hated her in "In Name and Blood" when she insisted on tagging along in the field and was completely useless.Messer: Right! And we didn't want to go down the road again of killing a loved one with Kevin (Nicholas Brendon) or Will
(Josh Stewart), who almost died last year, after Maeve (Beth Riesgraf) died. Rossi and Strauss have been sleeping together, but it wasn't a real, serious relationship. But the personal connection between them was evident and of course her professional connection to the team. And she started out as an antagonist - she wanted Hotch out in Season 2 and,
like you said, that Season 3 episode, she wouldn't leave them alone and couldn't handle being in the field. [The turning point was] with The Reaper and she started understanding the team more and being more sympathetic. And then Hotch and Morgan were there for her [when she went to AA], and then obviously her and Rossi. It felt like she had come
full circle.CBS fall schedule: Hawaii Five-0 moves to Fridays; two-hour comedy block on ThursdaysSince you planned this arc last summer, she was always going to be the death, right? When did you tell Jayne?Messer: Yeah, we knew very early on and I just avoided having the conversation with Jayne until I had to. [Laughs] I didn't want her to know so
that in her other episodes, she wouldn't be wondering, "Oh, is this going to be my last episode before I die?" I told her during at the end of shooting Episode 16. ... She was so great about it. She has a fondness for Strauss, obviously, but she said, "I know what you mean. Creatively, she's sort of run her course." Strauss is another member of the team
and if you had to hurt a member of the team, it made sense that it's her. Jayne's on House of Cards now and she's so good on it. And she has other things that are keeping her on the East Coast.Did any of the regular cast think it could be them?Messer: I think for a few minutes they did. Everyone kind of realized, "Oh, we're going head-to-head with this
guy." And five of the seven were up for [contract] negotiation, so there was some concern for them. As soon as I told Jayne, I told them and I think they all breathed a little easier and that we weren't going to end on a cliff-hanger. ... CBS didn't want [a cliff-hanger], so instead, I looked at every act-out [to commercial] and made each of those a cliff-
hanger. I felt like each act-out could have been the end of the episode. Strauss is dead at the end of the teaser, The Replicator is sitting at Rossi's desk at the end of Act I, Rossi's pointing a gun at Morgan at the end of Act II, the helicopter crashes at the end of Act III and then the funeral in Act IV. So it was like, "We'll make it an action-packed episode
without a cliff-hanger!"Why didn't they want a cliff-hanger? Because someone was dying already?Messer: They didn't really give a reason. They wanted a hopeful ending. We've done so many. Last year we didn't do one and they liked it. I think that was also them having faith in the fact that the show was going to be back and we wouldn't leave a team
member in jeopardy, and in the negotiations risk everybody.What was the intended cliff-hanger? Everybody trapped in the room?Messer: Yeah, pretty much. The first episode [of Season 9] would've been catching The Replicator. It would've been more of a traditional finale-premiere two-parter for us. Episode 24 would've been the first part and then 901
would've been catching him. I'm actually glad now that we didn't do it that way. We got a nice hour, you got payoff for the whole story line this season, and you got to see the team solve it. ... I'm really big on our team versus unsubs stories. You'll notice when I write the premieres and the finales, it's usually heavy on our team doing the brainstorming,
which they do every week, but it's usually briefer. When you see our team wall-to-wall in every episode doing what they do best, those are fun stories to tell.Add new fall shows to your Watchlist now!I liked that Strauss "saved" Rossi through her sobriety chip. Was that always part of the plan, whether this season ended on a cliff-hanger or not?Messer: I
wanted to do that the whole time. It was a very conscious decision that she would be gone by the end of the teaser, so the audience would be like, "Oh, my God! Anything can happen." But I wanted her very presence in the case: her planting information in the report, believing that someone on the inside was reading it and her sobriety chip. This was an
obstacle for her, but also a strength. For that to come into play was important. I pitched it and I got a lukewarm reaction to it. [Laughs] In my first draft, I wrote "TBD," thinking I'll try to come up with something else. I really thought it was me and I was being mushy about it, but afterwards, I pitched it again and the director Glenn Kershaw was like,
"You gotta do it." I liked it in my head, so I'm glad you like it too!I'm guessing it's not a coincidence that Blake was the one who drove Strauss back to the hotel given their history.Messer: Yeah. And they made up [over Amerithrax] a few episodes ago, so it was nice for us, even though it was mainly off-screen, for us to believe they were fine. ... That
obviously led in well [to The Replicator] and their history. His plan was about their past than Blake's presence, but her presence in the BAU was his trigger. He had years and years of anger building up, wanted to join the BAU, but got rejected. Then she got in, so it was like, "Wait a minute." That backstory drove the whole story line.Did you consider
having a final scene between Rossi and Strauss?Messer: We considered it, but it felt like that's not what happens in real life. In real life, you get a phone call that somebody's gone and the last time you saw them is the only thing you can think about. What is your last moment with them? Did you tell them how you felt? I wanted it to be more reminiscent
of that. I also didn't want it to be repetitive of his journey with his ex-wife from Season 7. ... And because he didn't say goodbye and was grieving, he was more easily manipulated into thinking Morgan was [The Replicator]. Of course he was drugged too. ... The idea was he's clearly not himself and not until Hotch points it out to him that he realizes
something's wrong.Criminal Minds renewed for ninth seasonYou've killed the love interests of two of the team members in one season now.Messer: I know. They weren't traditional relationships. The sad thing is when you're married to your job like that, just in general, it's hard to have relationships. When we met real people in the BAU, half the people
were divorced, the other half were either never married or married. It's hard.What's next in Season 9?Messer: Everybody went on vacation with the idea of, "Let's just do detox and figure out later what next year is." I'm always a fan of telling us more about the heroes. I'll definitely be looking for those stories. I think we're going to have a really fun year
and I look at these next two years at possibly doing bigger arcs. It's hard to repeat The Replicator. He was so massive and at the end of the day it was Luke Skywalker! [Laughs] I don't think we'll be going that route again.What's the plan to replace Strauss? Will Hotch be section chief again?Messer: Hotch will likely have filled in all summer, but
Strauss' replacement is another fun item to start with in the writers' room in two weeks!The negotiations went down to the wire and there were so many rumors. Were you at any point worried the show wouldn't come back?Messer: I was because it was down to the wire. It was really unnerving. You just can't go online for those couple weeks. It's
stressful. You just don't have any power. If it were up to me, deals would've been signed before we went on hiatus. ... Our crew went on break for the first time in a really long time not knowing if there would be another season. All signs were pointing to, "Well, this happens sometimes. Sometimes an aging drama on CBS just goes away." There were a
lot of people with real fears on our crew. It was really hard for all of us to wrap and not say "See you in a few weeks." As soon as I knew it was a green light, I texted everyone, "All good! It'll be official soon. Take that vacation." That's what happens - everyone needs a vacation so badly, but if you're uncertain of work, you work instead of taking the
break. I was like, "Don't do that. Take a break. Everybody needs a break."When the cast re-signed, it kind of took the suspense out of the death. Or else you really would've pulled a fast one.Messer: Right! That would've been a huge twist. "Everyone's coming back next season. Oh, wait. Just kidding!" [Laughs]What did you think of the Criminal Minds
