It was appointed in the modern 100 best novels library, reaching the number 41 in the editor
list and 25 on the reader's list. In 2003 he was listed at number 70 on the BBC, the great reading survey, and in the magazine Time 2005 was appointed as one of the 100 best English language novels from 1923 to 2005. Time also included the novel in his List of 100 best young adult books of all time. Popular reading in schools, especially in the
English language world, a 2016 UK survey saw the Lord of flies in third place in the favorite books of the nation school. Background published in 1954, the Lord of the flies was the first golden novel. [6] However, Charles Monteith has decided to take the manuscript [7] and
worked with Golding to complete quite significant changes, including the removal of the entire first section of the novel, which had previously described an evacuation from nuclear war. [6] Besides this, Simon’s character was strongly drawn up by the Monteith, including the removal of his interaction with a a solitary figure that is never identified, but
that is undermined as God.[8] Monteith himself was concerned with these changes, completing "equipment amendments" and warning against "transforming Simon into an imbecile".[6] Finally, Golding made all the changes recommended by Monteith and in his last letter to his editor wrote: "I have lost all sorts of goals I have ever had for this novel
and I cannot bear to look at it." [9] These manuscripts and typhoons are now available at the Exeter University Library's Special Collections Archive for further studies and research.[10] The collection includes the original “Manuscript Notebook” of 1952 (originally a notebook of the Bishop Wordsworth’s School) containing numerous modifications and
strikethroughs. With the changes made by Monteith and despite the slow initial sales rate (about three thousand copies of the first print sold slowly), the book soon became a best-selling, with over ten million copies sold in 2015.[7] It was adapted to turn twice in English, in 1963 by Peter Brook and in 1990 by Harry Hook, and once in Filipino by
Lupita A. Concio (1975). The book begins with the arrival of the boys on the island after their plane was knocked down during what seems to be part of a third nuclear war[11]. Some of the characters blocked are normal students, while others arrive as a musical choir under an established leader. Apart from Sam, Eric and the chorus boys, they seem
to have never met before. The book describes their descent into the game; left to yourself on a paradise island, far from modern civilization, well-educated boys regress to a primitive state. After inspecting the island, the three determine that it has fruits and wild pigs for food. Kids also use piggy glasses to create a fire. Although he is only one true confidant
of Ralph, the little pig is quickly transformed into an outcast by his “biguns” (older guys) colleagues and becomes the ass of the other guys' jokes. Simon, in addition to overseeing the project to build shelters, feels an instinctive need to protect the “littluns” (younger boys). The appearance of order deteriorates rapidly as most boys become inactive;
They give a little help in building shelters, spend their time having fun and begin to develop paranoia on the island. The central paranoia refers to an alleged monster they call the “beast”, which everyone slowly begins to believe exists on the island. Ralph insists that no beast exists, but Jack, who has begun a power struggle with Ralph, gains a level
of control over the Group by boldly promising to Kkill the creature. At one point, Jack summons all his hunters to hunt a wild pig, pulling out the ones assigned to keep the signal fire. A ship travels around the island, but without the boys' smoke signal to warn the ship’s crew, the ship continues without stopping. Ralph angrily confronts Jack about his
inability to keep the signal; In frustration Jack Assauts Piggy, breaking one of the lenses of his glasses. The boys later enjoy their first party. Still from the failure of the boys to attract potential rescuers, Ralph considers giving up his position as leader, but is persuaded not to do so by the little pig, who both understood the importance and fears of
Ralph, what will be of him should take total control. One night, an air battle occurs near the island while the boys are asleep, during which a fighter pilot expels from his plane and dies on the descent. His body drifts towards the island in his parachute; They both get entangled in a tree near the top of the mountain. Later, while Jack continues to
pattern against Ralph, the twins Sam and Eric, now assigned to the maintenance of the signal fire, see the corpse of the fighter’s pilot and his parachute in the dark. Swapping the corpse for the beast, they run to the cluster of shelters Ralph and Simon have erected to warn the others. This unexpected meeting raises tensions between Jack and Ralph
again. Shortly after, Jack decides to lead a party across the island, where a mountain of stones, later called Rock Castle, forms a place where the beast resides. Just Ralph and a Suspicious guy, Roger, Jack’s closest supporter, agrees to go; Ralph goes back just before the other two boys, but in the end all three see the paratrooper, whose head rises
through the wind. Then they run away, now believing the beast is real. When they get to the shelters, Jack calls a and try to turn the others against Ralph, asking them to remove Ralph from his position. Not receiving any support, Jack moves away alone to form his tribe. Roger immediately destroyed himself to join Jack, and slowly a growing number
of older boys abandoned Ralph to join Jack's tribe. Jack's tribe continues to attract recruits from the main group promising pork parties. The members begin to paint their faces and recite bizarre rites, including sacrifices to the beast. One night, Ralph and Piggy decide to go to one of Jack's parties. Simon, who often and probably is an epileptic,[12]
[13] has a secret hiding place where he goes alone. One day, while he is there, Jack and his followers erected an offer to the beast nearby: the head of a pig, mounted on a sharp stick and soon palpitating of scavenging flies. Simon conducts an imaginary dialogue with his head, dominating the "Lord of the flies". The head makes Simon's notion that the
beast is a real entity, "something that can be hunted and killed", and reveals the truth: they, the boys, are the beast; It's all within them. The Lord of the flies also warns Simon who is in danger, because he represents the soul of man, and previews that others will kill him. Simon climbs the mountain alone and discovers that the "bestia" is the dead
parachute. He rushes to tell the other boys, who are engaged in a ritual dance. The frantic boys made Simon wrong for the beast, attacked him and beat him to death. Both Ralph and Piggy participate in the mix, and become deeply disturbed by their actions after returning from Castle Rock. Jack and his rebel band decide that the true symbol of
power on the island is not the conch, but Piggy's glasses - the only way the boys have to turn on a fire. They broke Ralph's field, confiscated glasses and returned to their home on Castle Rock. Ralph, now abandoned by most of his supporters, goes to Castle Rock to face Jack and stare at his glasses. Taking the conch and accompanied only by Piggy,
Sam and Eric, Ralph finds the tribe and asks that they return the precious object. Confirming their total rejection of Ralph's authority, the tribe captures and binds twins under Jack's command. Ralph and Jack engage in a fight that neither wins before Piggy tries again to face the tribe. Any sense of order or security is permanently eroded when Roger,
now sadistic, deliberately throws a boulder from his point of view above, killing Piggy and shattering the conch. Ralph manages to escape, but Sam and Eric are tortured by Roger until they agree to join Jack's tribe. Ralph secretly faces Sam and Eric, who warns him that Jack and Roger hate him and that Roger sharpened a stick at both ends,
informing that heHe’s going to hunt him down like a pig and decapitate him. The following morning, Jack orders his tribe to start a hunt for Ralph. Jack’s savages set fire to the forest while Ralph desperately weighs his options for survival. Following a Chase, most of the island is burned. With the hunters close behind him, Ralph travels and falls.
