The pier at Dun Chaoin marks the departure point for the Blasket Island Ferry and comes with two warnings: the cliff edge is unguarded, and driving
down its bendy road can be hazardous. The Dingle Peninsula offers two options for accessing its visitor centre: you can pay to enter through the main entrance or, if you're nearby, explore it via a public path. Gallarus Oratory, built around the 11th-12th centuries, stands at just 4.8m by 3m in size, making it a compact structure. To continue your
journey, head back into Dingle Town and then up to Conor Pass (a 20-minute drive), one of Ireland's highest mountain passes that can be intimidating for nervous drivers. However, you don't have to navigate the pass itself if you're not comfortable. If you start from the Dingle side, you'll reach a car park before hitting the narrow road. From here, take
in the breathtaking views of the surrounding valley and watch cars tackle its winding bends. Next, follow the road from Conor Pass to arrive at the Maharees - a S5km-long tombolo bordered by the bays of Brandon and Tralee. This area is home to some of Kerry's most stunning beaches, including Fermoyle Beach and Castlegregory. Take some time to
stretch your legs on these scenic spots. As you leave Castlegregory, continue along the coast until reaching the village of Camp (less than 15 minutes away). From there, take a detour right up towards the Caherconree Scenic Route - a drive often overlooked in Dingle Peninsula guides. Be cautious as this route is narrow and can be intimidating for
some drivers, but those who brave it will be rewarded with awe-inspiring views that many visitors miss.
