Sensi Grow and Sensi Bloom Feed Charts (Soil)Undoubtedly, the Sensi Grow and Bloom range is one of the best-known on the market. The fantastic results obtained with it are proof
of its effectiveness, as is the testimony of hundreds of growers. These are 2 part fertilizers (A+B), so you will use Sensi Grow A and Sensi Grow B during growth, and Sensi Bloom A and Sensi Bloom B during flowering.
