(shortened	here	to	“pen-”)	means	“almost”	or	“nearly.”	It’s	not	very	common	anymore.	Most	words	that	use	it	now	are	obscure	or	rare	(for	example,	“peneseismic”	means	regions	where	earthquakes	occur	only	rarely	or	only	of	small	magnitude,	so	it	means	something	like	“nearly	seismic”),	but	one	word	still	in	common	use	is	“peninsula,”	which	means	“almost
island.”
